Buckingham, Que.,. April 26—A ter­
rible disaster occurred early this morn­
ing 5»t Notre Dame de Salle, a little 
hamlet about 18 miles away from 
Buckingham, by which thirty-four 
people have lost their lives. The ham-

u 11,-n most of the villagers were in 
their huts, a tremendous mass of 
earth and snow rushing down the 
mountain side and engulfing several 
houses with nil their occupants. Owing 
to the remote location of the hamlet, 
and the fact that it has neither rail­
way. telegraph nor telephone com­
munication, details of the catastro­
phe are very hard to get. Requests 
have been sent to Buckingham for 
twenty-live coffins and these have al­
ready been sent. The news of the ter­
rible disaster was brought to Bucking­
ham by a Mr. Brousseau. He states 
that a considerable portion of the 
mountain which is- on the opposite 
,-ide of the Lievre de Notre Dame de la 
8nlh\ suddenly became detached and 
was hurled down the steep side cros­
sing the river and completely burying 
several houses in the village with all 
their occupants. Only that the little 
village is so scattered, the mortality 
would undoubtedly have been much 
greater.

Rush Assistance to Village.
immediately upon receipt of the 

news at Buckingham, all the doctors 
in the place with a large force of men 
responded to the call for aid and drove 
to Notre Dame do Safiette1, while a 
procession of wagons took twenty-five 
coffins to tile scene. Later despatches 
show that thirty-four people were kil­
led, several families being wiped right 
out. It is now known that seven hous­
es were overwhelmed and the occu­
pants killed. The community is most­
ly Frencli-Canadinn agriculturalists, 
and the village stood on both sides of 
tlie river.

The avalanche crossed and dammed 
the river and covered sonic twenty 
buildings on the far side, the dammed 
stream cutting off escape.

Portsmouth, Eng., April 24.—The 
American liner St. Paul, and the Brit­
ish cruiser Gladiator collided this 
afternoon in Solent off the Needles in 
a blinding snowstorm. Twenty of 
those aboard the cruiser perished, 
but no lives were lost on the liner. 
One -of the severest blizzards for the 
time of the year was raging when the 
St. Paul put out of Southampton apd 
lioaded for New York. The Gladiator 
had left Portland under orders to 
proceed to Portsmouth. The Gladia­
tor was groping along through the 
snow when there came a cry of 
alarm. Those on the Gladiator’s 
bridge at the same moment saw the 
towering, ghostly St. Paul loom out of 
the white wall of driving snow to star­
board. The alarm was sounded sim­
ultaneously from the bridges of both 
vessels. The signal was flashed to 
engine rooms, “full speed astern.” It 
was too late.

Tokio, April 30.—The training cruiser 
Katsushima was sunk off Pescanores 
Island this, morning by the explosion 
of a projectile. The Cruisers Itsukush- 
ima and Passidate rescued thirty of the 
crew. It is feared over two hundred, in­
cluding the captain, are lost.

Admiral Yashinatsu, commander of. the 
training squadron, reports that the ex­
plosion ^occurred- in the stock magazine 
of tlie'tvaining ship while anchored at 
Makaug harbor on Hoscaser Island, and 
she went down immediately, only the 
funnels and the bridge being noiv visible. 
The accident occurred at 4.38 this morn­
ing. He says the boats from the cruis­
ers in the harbor saved 141 out of a com­
plement of three hundred, but most of 
the,officers were drowned, as well as pro­
bably one hundred and fifty-eight cadets 
in training for the Imperial naval ser­
vice.

He declared he had not. sought to 
shield himself behind , the dead 
minister, and pointed out that the 
partnership with Mr. Perron ended 
when Hon. Mr. Prefontaine became 
Mayor of Montreal, long before he be­
came minister. He concluded : “ I 
want the truth, the whole truth, and 
perhaps we will find truths which will 
surprise somebody.” «

Hon. Mr. Fielding combatted the 
suggestion of Mr. Bergeron that the 
investigation was to review the work 
of the royal commission. The com­
mission had said too much or too 
little. The judge’s duty was to show 
what was corrupt and wherein. There 
was nothing in the report which re­
flected on the minister. He referred 
to the fact that the Conservatives had 
received a civil service commission re­
port in 1892 and did nothing in four 
years. Hon. Mr. Foster replied even 
if this were so the Liberals did no­
thing in twelve years following the 
report. It was not a party affair, but 
a state affair, and the duty of dealing 
with it devolved on the Liberals when 
they came into power. He strongly 
criticized the Minister of Justice for 
his Newmarket speech, which follow­
ed the Royal Commission’s report, and 
which, he said, criticized it.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth denied ate 
tacking the report.

Been Established to Stay Work of 
Human Vultures.

Regina, Sask., April 30—In moving 
the second reading of the Jiills respect­
ing the department of railways, tele­
graphs and telephones, municipal 
telephone system and rural telephone 
system at the afternoon sitting of the 
Saskatchewan legislature today, Mr. 
Caldcr said it was file intention of 
the government to replace the present 
department of railways by a depart­
ment of railways, telegraphs and tele­
phones, all of which, he said, were 
very much akin. It also provides the 
government with power to construct 
telephone lines anywhere within the 
province, to purchase any existing 
lines, and to have general control 
over all telephone lines. In order 
that the whole system might, as far 
as possible, be uniform, power was 
given the government to lay down 
standard specifications and to have 
control of all rates and tarifih charg­
ed by any telephone company.

The main principle that underlay 
the second bill to deal with munici­
pal telephone systems was that any 
municipality, city, town or rural, may 
construct, own and operate its own 
system, and is empowered to borrow 
money by debentures to raise the ne­
cessary funds, and if the majority of 
the electors desired, special assess­
ment could be made to pay off each 
year a portion of the cost of construc­
tion.

The bill provides that five or more 
persons may unite to form a company 
to construct and operate a telephone 
system for their mutual benefit and 
Anyone in the neighborhood may join 
the company. Th government pro­
poses to give each of those compan­
ies certain assistance in the way of 
supplying poles. He did not wish at 
this stage to discuss the general pol­
icy of the government in regard to 
the three bills, that, would announc­
ed when the hills were considère!.
