Sad Drowning 
at Kenfr Pond.

Ust evening, fames, the eldest son 
of Mr, Richard BneKley, Welgbmsstsr 
at A, Harvey * Co's premises, lost his 
life at Kent’s Pond, oy drowning, Be- 
tween six and seven o’clock last 
evening, after he had finished his tea, 
the victim left his home in Gorman's 
Lame, and In company with two boys 
Daniel and Patrick Dyer, of Catherine 
Street, went to Kent's Pond to spend 
a few hours trouting, taking his 
fishing tackle along with him. All 
three walked quickly to the pond. 
On reaching there they succeeded in 
getting a boat, in which they rowed 
away from the shore. About half an 
hour had elapsed when one of the 
Dyer boys, who was tired from row­
ing, while moving to give his brother 
a spell with the oar. trod on a 
thwart of the boat, which was cranky. 
The lad fell on the gunwhale causing 
the boat to rock a couple of ’ times 
and then capsize. The three occu­
pants were thrown in the water near 
each other, They .kept close by the 
upturned boat and held on to it for 
some time. Ultimately, Buckley, the 
elder of the three and who was a
strong swimmer, said, “I’m going to 
swim ashore.!’ Immediately he let 
go his hold on the boat, struck out for 
himself and very soon was quickly 
lost from view of the Dyer boys. It 
was then about eight o’clock and 
darkness was setting in. The Dyer 
boys cried for help and were heard 
by a boy named Hutchings, son of 
Mr. C. Hutchings. Deputy Minister of 
Justice, who hurried to a nearby 
cottage and acquainted Mr. W. Col­
lins, who, with Mr. E. Scanlon, ran 
to the pond, got into Mr. E. Berrl- 
gan’s boat and rowed Off to save the 
two boys who were nearly exhausted. 
They were clinging to their boat for 
nearly an hour and were chilled to 
the marrow from the icy-cold water. 
The Dyer lads were rescued in the 
nick of time and quickly brought on 
shore. They were taken to the near­
est house and wrapped up warm. Up' 
to this time there was no sign of the 
missing man Buckley, who had decid­
ed to swim ashore. It Is strongly be­
lieved that he was seized with 
cramps and succumbed. Inspector 
General Sullivan was next apprised 
of full details of the sad affair, and 
Constables Stamp, O'Keefe, Churchill 
and Tulk were despatched to make 
search for Buckley's body. The offi­
cers dragged the waters of Kent’t 
Pond all last night continually, anc 
only this morning did they recovei 
the body, it being raised to the sur­
face by Const. O’Keefe, with the aid 
of a jigger. The corpse was taker 
charge of by Undertaker Myrlck whe 
had it brought to the home of the vic­
tim's parents, who were nearly dis­
tracted over the sad death of thell 
son. Deceased was a printer bj 
trade, was ten years in the employ o! 
Bowden & Co., and was a genecal 
favorite with his fellow workmen.
