Belgium, which has lately surpris­

000 people have been stuffed by Indus­
try and an entire lack of race suicide.

Belgium is no bigger than a con­
gressional district in Kansas and an 
energetic automobile can cross It in 
two hours.

Antwerp and Brussels are fine cities, 
full of rare old paintings, pavements 
and smells, and no American is satis­
fied until he has gazed ^upon the 
.works of Rubens atyi Van Dyke/ Botji 
of these great painters hailed from 
Antwerp and the city is prouder of 
this than it is of the fact that it is 
the second greatest seaport in the 
world. *

Belgium is a monarchy, but is no: 
as sore about it as it was when old 
Leopold IL was devastating the thea­
ters of Europe. ; The Belgians vote 
profusely and send representatives to 
their magnificent capitol at BruseeU, 
but they are not noted as scholars.
