WAR SUMMARY.

LONDON. To-day.
Again the Russian and Roumanian 

forces along the Moldavian and Do- 
brudja fronts have been compelled to 
give ground before the advance of the 
Teutonic Allies. At several points on 
the Moldavian front, however, Petro 
grad reports the dispersal of the 
ranks of the invaders under counter 
attacks. The drive of the Austrians 
and Germans eastward from, the 
Transylvanian Alps into Moldavia has 
given them additional points of vant­
age, while Field Marshal von Macken- 
sen’s army operating northward into 
Moldavia is approaching the bridge­
heads of Fokshani and Fundeni. Be- 
tween the Buseu River and the Dan- 
ubej"however, the Russians and Rou­
manians continue to hold their posi­
tions. In Dobrudja the Russians 
have been thrown back on the town 
of Matchin opposite Braila. In the 
lighting on all these fronts, according 
to Berlin, more prisoners and much 
war material has fallen into the hands 
of the Teuton Allies. Aside from the 
Roumanian theatre comparative quiet 
continues on all fronts, although there 
have been somewhat spirited engage­
ments on the French lines and in 
Galicia. Aloug the entire front in the 
Austro-Italiau theatre there have 
been vigorous artillery duels; the 
situation in Macedonia remains un­
changed. Operations on the front in 
France appear to have been carried 
out mainly by patrol parties and by 
artillery wings, of the belligerent arm­
ies. Near Vermilles and north of 
Ypres German patrol parties succeed­
ed in reaching the British trenches 
but later were driven out with heavy 
casualties. According tp the London 
War Office, on the entire Belgian 
front artillery duels were violent, 
while in the Verdun sector near Had- 
ramougj, end. Bezonvaux there has 
been considerable shelling by both 
sides. ; In Galicia in the Brody sector 
the Austro-Gcrmans launched attacks 
against the Russians, but were re­
pulsed. The Russians attempted en­
terprises south of Riga near Dvinsk 
and Stanislau, but did not succeed in 
making gains.

ADVANCE FRIGHTFULNESS.

The passengers arriving here on the 
Holland-American Line steamer Niew 
Amsterdam say that German mines 
containing exceptionally high explos 
ives have been planted close to all 
the large harbours in England, Scot­
land and Wales. They point to the 
experience of the Niew Amsterdam 
and their own narrow escape, and con­
firmation upon her arrival off the port 
of Falmouth in England from Rotter­
dam, for at the entrance off Ketch the 
steamshjp Trailer struck a mine and 
was blown to bits, seven of her ç-rew 
ot twelve men being killed. The 
trailers then proceeded to the Niew 
Amsterdam, dragging the Channel. 
The wreckage of the trailer that was 
blown up was scattered about the 
harbour mouth as the steamship 
passed in.

The Hydro Electric 
Smelling Plant

Owing to some slight trouble at the 
Power House, Petty Harbor, sufficient 
current could not be transmitted 
over three direct lines leading to the 
Hydro Electric Smelting Plant yester­
day afternoon, but it is expected to be 
in working order this afternoon. The 
current necessary for spelling pur­
poses is 110 voltage and has a high 
amperage. As the current enters the 
plant it is stopped down through 
transformers before passing to the 
furnace. The latter is a marked im- 
provement on the Wile type of elec­
tric furnaces. Quite a large supply of 
raw material taken from the Hydro 
electric Smelting Co.’s claims at Tre- 
passey, containing 41 per cent, man­
ganese, will be put through the smelt­
ing process.

A successful method of skin graft 
ing in which frog skin is used instead 
of human skin as a covering for slow 
healing wounds Is described by Cap­
tain H. W. M. Kendall, R.A.M.C. 
Wounds in which the skin has been 
destroyed heal naturally with a, con­
tracting scar which is often unsight­
ly and inconvenient, but this method 
leaves à neat and supple scar.

Frog skin can be obtained in abund­
ance afr the front. The loose skin of 
the inner side of the frog’s 'leg is 
snipped off with scissors, spread out, 
and applied by its under surface to 
the wound, which has been cleansed 
without antiseptics. It is fixed in 
place by a covering of gutta-percha 
tissue and a dry dressing. In three 
days the site of the graft appears as a 
spot branching outwards towards the 
edges of the wound. After the fifth 
day the wound is dressed until healing 
is completed, all contraction being 
avoided.

Captain Kendall claims for this 
method that it has the advantage of 
transplanting a skin free from their 
and also, free from any disease Which 
might be conveyed in human skin. 
Twelve cases are described in which 
the frog-skin grafts were quite suc­
cessful.—Tit-Bits.

GREAT BATTLE IMPENDING IN 
ROUMANIA.

LONDON, To-day.
The Russian and German communi­

ques published to-day in reference to 
the fighting ip Roumania are inter­
preted here aS showing that the long 
and stubborn retreat of the Russians 
to the Sereth line is virtually ended. 
The Fokshany and Fundeni positions 
mentioned in the Berlin despatch are 
two of the main points on the fifty 
miles of fortifications behind which 
the Russians are expected to make a 
stand. It is assumed that the unnam­
ed “prepared positions” mentioned in 
the Russian communique are there 
along the £!ereth and it is believed 
that a :g™ attle which must have im­
portant consequences is impending. 
The flank attack on the Moldavian 
frontier continues obstinately, but 
there is nothing to elucidate the con­
fusing reports as to results contained 
in the respective communiques. Rus­
sian and Roumanian forces still hold 
Braila, maintaining their grip on the 
bridgehead, which defends their last 
foothold in Wallachia. The corres­
ponding bridgehead at Matchin in Do­
brudja has, however, been further re­
duced by successful German attacks.

For the polishing one needs a jar oC 
nail paste and a small polishing stone.’

Each nail is touched with ,v] 
small amount of the paste, the polish­
ing stone is rubbed over the chamois: 
skin buffer and then the shining-u 
process begins.

Ply the polisher briskly. Since 
paste and dry substance are hot!
