Chance to Hang Stokes.
New York, Sept. 11.—The trans-Atlan­

tic balloon party have made arrange­
ments with experienced aeronauts to take 
personal charge of the inflation of the 
balloon when again repaired, and it is 
said everything will be in readiness for 
ascension to-morrow. Professor Wise 
complains of the arrangements. He says 
instead of acting on hisreoommendations 
the parties built the balloon after their 
own ideas, of different material from that 
he suggested, employed incompetent 
superintendents, and entirely disregarded 
his advice. Wise doubts their ability to 
repair the balloon so that it will be of 
service.

Worcester, Mass., Sept. 10.—Upon the

Much distress is ex­
perienced from the scarcity of doctor* 
and nurses.

Mrs. Minnie J. Benton, who saw Stokes 
throw away his pistol after shooting Fisk, 
has been arrested in New York. Her 
evidence, it is considered, will be very 
damaging to Stokes.

London, Sept. 10.—The race for the 
St. Leger stakes, the great event of the 
Doncaster September meeting, took 
place to-day and was one by Marie Stuart;
