There arc two more wounded than 
were first reported, making the total 
list of casualties 57, made up as fol­
lows : Killed, 11 non-commissioned of­
ficers and men ; wounded, 4 officers 
and 42 non-commissioned officers and 
men. Several of the wounded were hit 
twice, showing that the Boers main­
tained a hot fire.

MESSAGE FROM LORD ROBERTS
The following message has been re­

ceived by the Governor-General from 
Lord Roberts :

London, April 7.—Earl Minto, Gov­
ernment House, Ottawa, Out.: " I 
have telegraphed Kitchener hearty 
congratulations to troops who «lid 
so well at Klein Hurts River, 31st 
March, but I would like to acquaint 
the Canadian Government how much 
I appreciate splendid stand Cana­
dian Mounted Rifles; how much I 
regret heavy losses. (.Signed) Rob­
erts.”

CABLE FROM COL. EVANS. 
Hon. F. W. Borden has sent a re­

ply to Lord Dundonald’» message 
of Saturday evening ”1 hanks for 
your congratulations.”

On Saturday Gen. O Gravly-Haly 
received a cablegram from Colonel 
Evans to this effect : ” Regiment in 
action and behaved very creditably. 
Regret losses.”

SIX OTHERS KILLED.
Corp. D. H. Baird, of the 10th 

Hospital Field Corps, sends a re­
port of the killing of six Canadians. 
Writing, he aaye * On February 
25th we left Durban for the trout, 
as there was considerable fighting 
going on. It Is difficult to get water 
to drink, none to wash in, and It 
has to be boiled. Die first night 
In camp here was very exciting, as 
we were in the midst of the Boers. 
AVe are still with the C. M. R., so 
are well protected. We are en­
trenched, and to one side of the 
fort our camp is situated on a 
level plain, all surrounded by mount­
ains To the east Is the hill Mn- 
juba, through which is the pass to 
the Orange Free State. There la 
quite a lot of fighting going on 
around us. We expect to meet the 
Boers any time, as they are ad­
vancing to the pass.

"‘Yesterdav six men rode out a few 
miles and they did not return. A 
•earthing party was sent out and 
they were all found dead. V do not

know what company they belonged

^ e had a double guard on last 
night, about 200 men. There are a 
few thousand soldiers about us. but 
there are also about 12,000 Boers, 
•o .you can imagine how exciting it 
is. On February 28th reports of the 
Boers’ advance came in, and great 
preparations were made for defence, 
Jigging, trenching, etc. I slept a few 
hours, but it was too exciting to 
sleep much. On March 1st Lo~d Kit­
chener came over to our camp and 
Inspected us.”

THE WOUNDED.
Toronto, April 8.-LTayton S. Cor­

son is 21 years old. a son of Mr. 1\
H. Corson of P. H. Corson A Co., per­
fumers, Adelaide street west, and a 
nephew of Dr. McPherson, of Carlton 
street. Just before leaving for 
Houth Africa he boarded at 219 Jar­
vis street. Formerly he was a stu­
dent at the Dufferln School, after* 
which he became a shipper for Gar- 
side & "White, wholesale boot and 
shoe merchants. He is an nil-round 
athlete, and holds a medal for run­
ning. as well as a reputation for 
good work as centre scrimmage in 
rugby. He was also a member of 
the Champion Dufferln Lacrosse Team 
and was extremely popular.

Francis A. Smith is the youngest 
son of l#r. J. B. Smith, of the J. B. 
Smith Lumber Company, and was a 
corporal in the G.-G. Body Guards.

A circumstance that added poig­
nancy to the grief felt by the mother 
was the receipt of a letter from 
Frank yesterday afternoon about the 
same time that the casualty list was 
being published. It was dated March
I. at Newcastle, Natal, and related 
that soon after the arrival of the 
contingent it was reviewed by Gen. 
Lord Kitchener.

Corporal J. C. Bond is a son of 
Dr. J. P. Bond, of 26 Division street, 
and has had much experience in the 
campaign ag.iinst the Boers. He first 
went to South Africa as a member 
of (’ Battery, second Canadian con­
tingent. Afterwards he Joined 
Howard’s Scouts, and was present 
with, the corps ut the time of the 
death of that gallant officer. For­
merly he was a member of the Q. 
O. R.

Alex. Ferguson is 21 years of ago, 
a soil of Mr. 1). A. Ferguson, of Madi­
son avenue, and a graduate of the 
Ontario Co.loge of pharmacy. He 
was a member of (’ Company, 48th 
Highlanders, and holds the Marguer- 
ntte Cup for rifle shooting. He went 
to South Africa with the first de­
tachment of the last contingent.

Frederick Cooper is a son of Mr. 
Henry,Cooper, of the Dominion Cas­
ket Company, for which company Tie 
worked previously to enlisting for 
service in South Africa. He is 22 
years old and was for several years 
a member of H Company, Queen's 
Own Rifles. He enlisted with two 
companions, Tom Walker and James 
Lendon, both of whom arc still in 
the campaign. Cooper has a splen­
did phyripie. He is six feet two inches 
In bright, and weighs i75 pounds.

Clarence K. Rorieon, Windsor, was 
a member of B Company, first con­
tingent, and was wounded May 1, 
1900, at Houtnuk, Orange River Col­
ony.

linlseley’w Modesty.
A story illustrating the unassum­

ing nature, of Corporal Knlseley, of 
the Canadian Dmgoons, who was 
killed at Harts River, was in circu­
lation at the City ll.ill yesterday. 
He enlisted in Toronto and was very 
well known here, but did not reside 
in the city. When he was offered 
the £5 ajid matchbox granted by 
the city to* each ol the Toronto men 
he inquired the terms upon which 
the gift was made, and, thinking that 
because hie home ,\vas not here he had 
no right to them, declined them.

C'apt. Milligan a Good Shot.
The career of Pte. Milligan as a 

rifle shot was notable to the very 
moment he left Canada. During the 
few days the regiment waited at 
Halifax he took part in a number 
of competitions. In one he made 97 
points with 8 feet of wind, and in 
another 98 points on a still day, 
with the thermometer below zero 
and two feet of snow oil the ground. 
His achievements were highly praised 
in letters written home by Lieut. 
F. F. Clarke at the time.

Private Agassiz.
Pte. Henry Roland Garnault Agas­

siz, dangerously ill, had had rather 
a rough experience in serving the 
Empire in South Africa. He is full

Rifles) was formed, he was a member 
of the Burford squadron of the Sec­
ond Dragoons, and had previously 
been n member of A company, Duf- 
ferin Rifles, Brantford. He went to 
St. Catharines and enlisted. On the 
way out to Cape Town he was sun 
struck, and shortly after he reached 
Cape Town enteric fever developed. 
When he was sufficiently recovered 
he was Invalided to England. He 
returned to South Africa, but being 
unable to go up to the fighting line 
on account of his recent illness he 
did picket duty near Cape Town and 
returned home in June last. He re- 
enlisted with the third contin­
gent In Toronto in December last.

A cablegram was received by Major

These are 
taken to mean that Major Hodden 
took iKir'l In the recent fight at 
Harts River, and that he escaped 
without injury of any kind. Before 
going to the front lie was paymaster 
of the Victoria Rifles, in Montreal.

Private Evans’ lirave Deal h. 
London, April 7.—Moat recent nd- 

\iceu from the front say that at the 
Tlart» River engagement the British 
troop» were arranged in the form of 
a wm.-circle, the Canadian Rifles 
holding a i>oint aomewh&t In ad­
vance and across the front of the 
oemi-ctrcle. The Boers were following 
up a bold attack on the Twenty- 
eigbtl Mounted Infantry when they 
were met with a heavy f'./e from the 
Canadians, who poured volleys Into 
them nt a «listanee of 200 yards. 
Private Ivans, although mortally 
wounded, kept 111 t»«e thek of the 
fight, ami having firwi all the am mu­
nit ion In his bandolier broke his rifle.

Private Evans, above mentioned., 
was the son of Mr. .Tames Evans, of 
Port Ilcpe, and was 27 years old.

The Manitoba Men.
Winnipeg, April 7.—C. R. Othen, of 

Brandon, wounded at Harts River, 
was well known in the west. He 
was Sergeant-Major «>f Bra ml Com­
pany, Manitoba Mounted Rifles. He 
was not a day off duty in South 
Africa on account of sickness. He was 
with Major Holland and 17 men 
when Holland got the Victoria Cross. 
Othen wyts captured. The Boers rob­
bed the dead, ami he knocked two 
down with his fists.

Private Campbell, wlto was killed, 
was a farm ’hand from Rest on dis­
trict. He was about 28 years of age. 
He was a big, ton sky soldier, a man 
anxious to «mijist. Campbell worked 
as a blacksmith at Chater. He was a 
member of the Braiulon Lodge of 
Oddfellows.

Kingston Men All Well.
Kingston, April 7.—Surgeon-Major 

Duff, with the Canadian Mounted 
Rifles in South Africa, wired his re­
latives here that be ami the Kings­
ton members of the contingent were 
all well.

An Ottawa Men Wounded.
Ottawa, April 8 —Pie. W. F. Smith, 

reported severely wounded in the 
arm in the Hart’s River fight, is an 
old Ottawa boy, formerly an em­
ployee of the Citizen, and was a 
m«?mbcv of ”D‘' Battery during its 
period of service in South Africa.

The Ilnguc, April 9.—A report is 
current in official circles to-day 
that terms of peace in South Af­
rica will be signed i-n a few days. 
It in impossible to verify the report 
on any definite authority.

The Associated Press understands 
that the peace negotiations arc 
progressing satisfactorily, so far 
as the Trunsvaalers are concerned, 
but the latest advices indicate that 
there is small probability of the 
Free Staters surrendering in a 
body. The negotiations, thus far, 
have been mainly explanations of 
British intentions. It has been 
made plain to the leaders that 
their surrender will not entail ban­
ishment, and this has a potent in­
fluence. The leading Trunsvaalers 
urge their allies to arrange pence 
terms. The inner circles of the War 
Office believe that if the present 
indications are fulfilled, and the 
Transvaalers agree to surrender, 
the backbone of Boor resistance will 
be broken, and that the Free Stat­
ers’ opposition will soon be over­
come.

Mourning lu Gulf.
Galt, April 7.—Galt mourns for Ser­

geant John Campbell Perry, one of 
the Canadians killed at Harts River 
on March 31st. He wrote cheery let­
ters home, the last being from Kitch­
ener’s Kop, and they were modest 
missives. There was not a word about 
his promotion as sergeant. The Rev. 
R. E. Knowles announced the sad 
news from Knox Church pulpit last 
night. The effect was one of in­
tense sympathy throughout the con­
gregation. Mr. Knowles referred 
most feelingly to the calamity.

Honors to I lie Canadian!*. 
London, April 8.—Further details 

which are published of the engage­
ment with Deinrcy &* Harts River 
in the Transvaal, emphasize the fact 
that the chief lionors of the fight, 
which was very severe, went to the 
Canadians.

Pretoria, Wednesday, April 9.—Pre­
sident Ste.vn, of the Orange Free 
State ; Secretary of State Reitz, 
of the Transvaal, and General Lucas 
Meyer, Commander-in-chief of the 
Orange Free State forces, passed 
through Kroonstn<l. Orange Free 
State, Sunday, April 6, on their way 
to Klerksdorp. Southwestern Trans­
vaal, where General Botha, the 
Transvaal Commander-In-Chief, ar­
rived Monday. April 7. It was ex­
pected that General De Wet and De- 
larey would attend the conference to 
take place there.

It is umlerstood that the Boer lead­
ers are fully possessed of the British 
peace terms, and that the confer­
ence then assembling was to enable 
the leaders to discuss these terms 
thoroughly.

It Is expected that the final decision 
of the burghers will be made known 
soon.

Boer Leaders lleach Klerksdorp.
London, April 10.—The London 

Times in its second edition to-day 
publishes a despatch from Klerks 
dorp, dated Wednesday, April 9th. 
announcing that acting President 
Schalkburger and other members 
of the Boer Government arrived 
here by train April 6th, and that 
messages were sent out, Inviting 
President Steyn and Gen. Delarey 
to come in and meet them.

Knlsley and Day Itlllrd.
Ottawa, April 9.—Official confirma­

tion of the news that Corporal Knis- 
ley and Private Day have been kill­
ed was received today. It came 
in the form of a cablegram from the 
Casualty Department, reading : “Cape 
Town, April 9.—Referring to my cable 
of April 6th, General Kitchener now 
reports Corporal Wm. A. Knisley and 
Private Robert Day, 2nd Canadian 
Mountnl Rifles, killed 2nd April, be­
tween Bosehbrllt and Klerksdorp.”

'Pliere is a certain amount of mys­
tery about the death of Knlsley and 
Day. The battle on Harts River 
took place on March 31, whereas the 
two soldiers named are reported kill- 
e«l April 2, yet in the- first despatch 
it was stated that “released men re­
port Knlsley a.nd Day killed." A’, pos­
sible explanation is that these men 
fell wounded into the hands of the 
Boers and died of their wounds on 
April 2.

London, April 9.—The correspond 
ent of the Standard at Klerksdorp, 
Transvaal Colony, has cabled ft 
graphic account of the battle at 
Itornbalt Farm, March 31, in which 
the British lost three officers and 
24 men killed and had 16 officers 
and 131 men wounded, while the 
Boers had 137 men killed or wounded.

A small force of Canadians and 
mounted Infantry, the correspond nt 
says, were opposed by sevenfold their 
number. *x hundred Boers charged 
confidently calling on them to sur­
render.

Lieut Garni there, of the Canadians, 
sprang to his feet, and, exclaiming 
that lie would not surrender, shot 
the foremost Boer with his revolver 
at a distance of fifteen paces. The 
Canadian* had no cover except the 
short grass. Lying prone upon the 
ground, they fired steadily ami forced 
the Boers to seek the shelter of a 
screen of trees. Many of the Boers 
climbed these trees and fired down 
on the Canadians. The latter kept 
the enemy at bay for two hour».

When all but fifteen of the Cana­
dian troop» were killed or wounded 
the Boers ventured another rush 
and captured the handful of eurvlv 
orff. Lieut. Car rut hers was the only 
British officer who was not serious­

ly wounded. He had several flesh 
wounds, but refused to go to a hos­
pital. Some of the Boers wanted to 
shoot him when he was taken pris­
oner, but they ultimately thought 
better of this, saying : “He is too 
brave a man to die that way.”

All the dead men and most of the 
wounded had several wounds.

Will Cede the Rand.
Cologne, April 8.—Mr. Kruger, 

through a representative, has as­
sured a deputation of Westphalian 
Lutheran workingmen that he Is now 
more than ever convinced that the 
war will have a happy ending for 
the Boers. Their first condition still 
remains imlependence, for which they 
will cc<le the Witwntersrand gold re­
gion. He says that there is more 
fighting on the Boer side now than 
at the commencement of the war.

Will Not be Published.
London, April 8.—Mr. Arthur Bal­

four, leader of the House of Com­
mons, announced this afternoon that 
the Government did not consider it 
advisable to publish the proceedings 
of the courtmartinl which ordered 
the execution of Hancock and Mor- 
ant, the officers of the Bush veldt 
Carbineers who were convicted of 
murdering unarmed Boers.

Kruger’» Son Si III Eight lug.
Amsterdam, April 8.—The state­

ment published in Europe that the 
eldest son of Mr. Kruger had taken 
the oath of allegiance to the British 
Government in the Transvaal is posi­
tively «lemed by the Boer «-olony here. 
The Caspar Kruger mentioned must, 
they say, be a man of that name 
who is a «il inhabitant of Rustenburg, 
as Kruger’s son is still in the field 
with the Boer commandoes.

Letter Erom Col., Steele.
Ottawa, April 8.--An officer resid­

Steele, of the 
South African Constabulary, dated 
Pretoria, March 5, jn^vliich the wi iter 
says ; “We arc running fairly well 
now. The division has at last got 
some good horses, and, needless to 
say, you know whence they came. 
The horses we had were useless, 
long-bo lied, slab-si led animals from 
Australia, no stamina, in them. The 
Canadians were at Newcastle when 
1 last heard of them, and are ex­
pected to be a fine body of men. It 
is to be hoped they will have an 
opportunity to do the work required 
of them. Canadians in the South 
African Constabulary are in luck 
that they did #iot get into the north­
ern division, for the climatic condi­
tions are suah that horse» cannot 
live.” Col. Steele further says that 
Ids dlst ri *t is supposed to be the 
worst for enteric, but, strange to 
say, they had fewer sick than any 
of * iltfj others. With Col. Steele are 
Boyd ami Swift, formerly of the 
Royal Canadian Regiment ; Read, T«>n- 
nnnt, Watts and Jones, of Strath- 
conn’s Horse, an d Hi Iliu m, of the Can- 
ad inn Mounted Rifles. All are doing 
well, and Hilliant has charge of the 
drpot.

Recruiting on Thursday.
Ottawa, April 8.—The British Gov­

ernment has been asked to send 
three transports to take the next 
Canadian contingent to South Af­
rica. The first one is expected to 
arrive in three weeks, and leave 
during the first week In May. The 
other two will probably leave with­
in a week of each other. It is ex­
pected that the four regiments con 
stituting the contingent will be 
called the 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th 
Battalions, Canadian Mounted Ri­
fles. Recruiting will probably!com 
mener on Thursday for the next 
Canadian contingent. It has been 
decided not to fix any quota for 
each recruiting centre, but to take 
all the men offering who possess 
the necessary qualifications.

that 600 mounts will ho bought in 
the west, 1,000 *n Ontario and 400 
in Quebec.

It will there­
fore be n case of 'first-come-first- 
eullsted.” The rate of pay will be 
the same as the 2n«l Mounted Rifles. 
It Is unaderstood that somewhat 
lighter horses will b-* taken, the idea 
being that with light men and 
►mailer horses greater mobility can 
be secured. There is still a good deal 
of spéculation about the commands 
of the four new corps. It is said 
that Major Merritt and Major Cam­
eron, now out with Col Evans, will 
each he given a regiment, hut they 
will not return to Canada.

DIploimuivHlIy III ?
Loudon, April 10.—It i» stated by 

gossip in connection witlli the re­
ported postponement of the presen­
tation of the Bu*lgi*t to the House 
of Commons that the indisposition 
of Sir Michael Hicks-Beach is diplo­
matic, and that peace is impending, 
and that the consequent prospect 
of relief to the estimates has some­
thing to tlo with the postponement. 
Nothing to confirm these statements 
can be found. Sir Michael is cer­
tainly unwell. He is suffering from 
a chill of the liver, although ins 
condition is not serious.

The pro-Boer Daily News, scouting 
the peace rumor, discredits any idea 
of Government amnesty. It adds : 
“Nor is the situation in South Africa 
had for the Boers. That they are 
moving towards unconditional aur- 
render, is quite th-‘ n verse. The;e is 
little doubt that they control vast 
districts in the Cape Colony. Their 
commandants issue orders to the 
farmers and receive supplies. They 
move about much as they please, and 
are scarcely «listurbed by Gen. 
French’s opera fions. Moreover there is 
reason to believe there has been 
a recent reorganization of the Boer 
forces o:i Commonwealth lines. Com­
mandant Maritz has formed an Iron­
sides corps from which all drunk­
ard» and ioose livers are rigidly ex­
cluded They hold daily prayer-meet­
ings, and meet the hourly perils of 
war with «the stern composure of 
the Puritans.”

Gover nment No» Sanguine.
London, April 9.---Mr. Walter L mg, 

President of the Local Government 
Board, and Mr. Gerald Balfour, Presi­
dent of the Board of Trade, made 
speeches to-da.v, in which they in­
dicated that the Government does not 
anticipate that peace will be the A 
outcome of the mission to the Boer 
leaders in the field of Acting Presi­
lient Schalkburger, of the Trans­
vaal.

Mr. Balfour, ►peaking at L*3d*. 
said that no negotiations were pro­
ceeding with General Kitchener, who 
was merely facilitating a conference 
Uetwemi the Boer lenders. Mr. Balfour 
added that lie did not know whether 
(he bailers intended to offer terme 
of surrender. For himself, he wav 
not sanguine in the matter, on 1 he 
advised his hearers not to be san­
guine. Great Britain was still pre­
pared to go as far as was stated a 
year ago, hut that was absolutely the 
last word. If the Boers adhered 
Io their demand for independence they 
might as well abandon the Idea of 
negotiations.

Steyn Going Blind.
London, April 9.—A news agency 

despatch from Pretoria says that 
Mr. Svoyn, nominally the President 
ol the Orange Free Slate, is suffer­
ing from a disease of the eyes, whio.lt 
threatens to produce total‘blindness. 
The news is said to be authentic, 
and the affliction i» not of recent 
development, hut has become more 
pronounced.

Gen. Plumer C oming Home,
London, April 9.—Gen. Plumer Itft 

Cape Town on Monday on board tiio 
transport Vienna, and is homeward 
bound for England on three months’ 
leave of absence.
