Under Russia’s Iron Heel

WARsaw, April 25. — Three hundred
Poles, mostly students, held a special ser-
vicz in a churcih here yesterday to ccle-

brate the centenary of the rebellion of
Kiliagki. After the services they marched
to the house of a descendant of Kilinski, in
front of which they cheered and shouted.
The police arvested 241 of the party, 32 of
them being womean.

A great strike of miners, iron workers
and others prevails in the Petrikan district
of Polund and serious riots have sccurred.
Two thousand troops occupy the town of
Sosnowica, where the disturbances have
been most violent, and additional troops
are now on their way there. In the fights
that have cccurred sixteen strikers have
been kilied and a large number wounded.
The soldiers have been obliged to fire into
the mobs repeatedly. The prison 2t Secs-
nowica is filied with rioters.

The Czarcwitch’s Wedding.

Bervriy, April 24 —Emperor William
promised the Czarewitch that he weuld be
present at his marrviage to Princess Alice
of Hesse, which will be celebrated in the
palace at Peterhof, near St. Peciersburg.
The announced date of marriage, Aug. 3,
is premature, as the celebration of the
ceremony depends entirely upen the con-
dition of the Grand Duke George, the next
younger brother of the Uzirewitch, who is
new ill.  Grand Duke George insists upon
taking partin the wedding festivities and
the date of marriage may on that account
be changed.

NINETY THOUSAND DOLLARS.

The Amount to be Saved to the Country
by the Fecs Bill,

The Gicbe, referring $o Hon. G, W. Ross’
bill to reduce fees, says:

*‘He explained the clauses of the bill,
showing that by it division court cleris
should retain all the fees accruing from
their «fiice up to 81,000, porportions vary-
ing frocin 10 to 50 per cent of the excess
being taken for the Provincial treasury.
This, Mr. Ross explained, was & reduction
from $1,500, the former exemption, Local
registrars of the high court, clerks and
deputy clerks of the crown, county court
clerks and surrogate registrars should
retain all their fees up to $1,500, a reduc-
tion frem $2,000, the Provincial treasury
absorbing the excessir proportions varying
from 10 to 50 per cent. The fees of
registrars were by the bill similarly re-
duced, 31,500 instead of $2,500 being the
margin, and a similar scale of appropriation
for municipal purposes of the excess being
provided as for the high court officials,
sherifis, county crown attorneys and
clerks of the peace are to be allowed to
retain all their fees up to $2,000, a reduec-
tion from $3,000. Mr. Ross then gave
some figures as to the saving which would
be eflected by this change. There were 28
registrars who would be aftected by the
bill, and the additional amouunt which
would be received by the municipalities
would be from $30,000 to 835,000. From
sheriffs and other officers similarly treated
there would be a saving of nearly $50,600,
and from the division court clerks a saving
of some §6,000 or §7,000, so that in all a
vervy considerable saving would be
eflected.”

The Coxey Movement Attended by
Sericus Censequences,

A Train-Stealing Contingent Over-
taken By U. S. Marshals.

Shots Exchanged and Several Persons

injuree—The United S:ates Military
Authoritics Take Actiomn.

Bririxes, Montana, Aprii 25.—The first
bloodshed resulting trom the clashes be-
tweenthe lawand the industrial army move-
ment wag witnessed here to-day. About 1l
o’clock this morning the annguncement was
made that the train-stealing contingent of
the Coxey army was rushing inte the eity
on a Northern Pacific train from the west
at a high rate of speed, closely followed by
a train load of United States deputy
marshals. This was verified a few minutes
before noon when the train of box cars ran
into town.

The Coxeyites were overtaken by a
special train of marshals just as they
entered the limits of the city. After their
arrival the marskals’ train overtook the
Hogan contingent just as they were pulling
away from Columbus, and attempted to
arrest the progress of the train, but the
leaders would not yisld to the demands of
the marshals, and instructed their men to
go ahead, The two trains came on until
this city was reached, when a stop was
ordered, the conflict between the two
bodies resulting.

SHOTS EXCHANGED.

As near as can be learned Marshal Mc-
Dermott ordered the leaders of the cap-
tured train to surrender, and when they
refused to do so a few of the marshals, be-
fore receiving command to do so, fired upon
the crowd of indusirials. The shots were
quickly returned. A rumber of shots were
exchanged before Marshal McDsrmott could
regain coutrol of his men., During the
firing one of the deputies was seriously

platform car was shot in the groin.
TOO MANY FOR THE MARSHALS.

MeDermott decided that his men were
not equal to the odds against them, and
ordered hiz men to cease firing, which they
did. The captured train soon after pulied
out, and McDermott notified the authorities
that his force was inadequate to capture the
6500 men, who were determined to retain
possession of the train,

UNCLE SAM WAKES UP.

Wasnaixaron, D. C., April 25,—Major-
General Schofield, commanding the army,
has ordered the arrest of all persons
engaged in the unlawful seizure of the
Northern Pacific train at Butte, Montana,
aud to hold the train and all on board until
they can be delivered to the United States
marshal for Montana.

MirEes C1Ty, Mont., April 25.—The Gov-
ernment troops at Fort Kecgh are in
readiness tc march at a moment’s notice
when the expected order is received to
capture the Northern Pacific train now in
possession of the Coxyites.

TROCPS SENT TO THE SCENE.
