New York, Aug. 16.—The big riot in
New York last night, in which it is

It
was precipitated by a woman whose
condition caused h to bemoan in
public the murder of Policeman Thorpe
on Sunday by a negro named
Harris. A negro who heard her lam-
entation resented it. Another nez2ro
threatened to shoot her. A white man
disarmed him, until the police arrested
the negro. Following this another
negro shot into the crowd. A free
fight ensued.

Thorpe was the third white man to
be assaulted by negroes in the vicinity,
and race prejudice was at fever heat.
