Even if in straitened cir- 
cumstances, people should eat plenty 
of oranges and lemons, not only in the 
summer time, but all the time. 1 don’t 
think anything I have ever said in 
praise of a fruit diet is too strong to 
say about oranges and lemons The 
abundant production of oranges and 
lemons in California, their excellent 
quality, and the cheap transportation 
across the country, have put these 
blessings to mankind within the reach 
of every person of moderate circum- 
stances.
