He stated that it was his 
bill of last session, and gave the Gov- 
ernment authority to make regulations 
to prevent the dumping of untreated 
sewage into navigable streams. The 
bill gave the Government power to 
deal with communities separately.

that 81,000 persons were born in 
Canada in the year 1901. With the 
air, sunshine and water, Canada 
should be the healthiest country in 
the world, and yet of these 81,000 
persons, 21,828, or more than a quar- 
ter of them, died before becoming a 
year old, and 10,019 died within the 
next four years, making 31,347, or 
over three-eighths, who died within 
the first five years after birth.|

The record was a shocking one, but 
the census figures showed that while 
81,000 persons had been born in that 
year, there had in the previous 25 
years been 43,595 deaths of per- 
sons who did not reach the age of 
25. Three score and ten was the 
allotted span of man, and it was a 
tragic thing to think that over half 
the people born in a single year in 
Canada should die before they had 
passed the 25th year. Conditions 
should be improved by law so 
that life would be lengthened. Most 
of the children who died under the 
age of 3 years were murdered through 
the ignorant administration of deadly 
soothing syrups, which were freely 
sold by every drug store in the coun- 
try.

Figures of that kind should alarm 
people. Sir Richard declared, and 
stated, that if a law were passed for- 
bidding the administration of any 
drug to a child under 5 years old 
the death rate would be cut down to 
one-half.

Dumping of Sewage.
Senator Belcourt said that the dump-. 

ing of sewage into streams was not only 
criminal, but stupid, because it pro- 
duced disease and death, and there was 
no. need of it, as sewage could be made 
harmless at a small expense. Belgium, 
a most congested country, purified all 
its sewage at an annual ex; use of seven 
cents a head. For a community to dump 
its filth into the water which some other 
community had to drink was a shocking 
thing. "What would you think," asked 
Senator Belcourt. “If your water were 
brought to you in your swill-pall?"

Senator Power pointed out that while 
the bill includes navigable streams, it 
also forbids polluting the tributaries of 
such streams. As every stream, however y 
small, eventually leads to a navigable 
water, the result of this bill might be 
that any farmer who allowed the drain- 
age from a stable to find its way to a 
stream would be liable to a fine of $50.

Senator Wilson denied that polluted 
water was responsible for the death of 
many children. He feared that one re- 
suit of the bill might be to prevent farm- 
ers spreading their fields with fertilizer. 
To him the bill looked like an infringe- 
ment of provincial rights. Sir Richard 
Scott did not believe in medicine, but 
he might not know as much about the 
value of drugs as men who had given 
their lives to the study of medicine.

Senator Douglas attributed the death 
of infants chiefly to indigestion, produced 
by improper feeding. Cow’s milk could 
not be properly digested by an infant.

Senator McMillan gave notice of an 
amendment to the bill, striking out the 
word "person," and making the prohibi- 
tion apply to cities, towns and incorpor- 
ated villages. The bill was read the 
second time.

The bill regulating the sale and size 
of bread was given a second reading, on 
the motion of Senator Casgrain, who 
promised a full explanation of all its 
points in the committee stage.
