The Chinese Prisoners Appear in the Police
Court to Answer to the Charge of
Proeuring.

' Yesterday morning "all Chinatown was
alive with excitement, and long before the
usnal hour of opening the police court,
crowds of interestéd men and women sur-
rounded the City Hall, waiting for the case
against two of their number to begin.

It was not, however, to the interests of
the membérs of the Chee Kong Tong Society,
or llgghbindm as they are more commonly
called, to have a large number of Chinamen
in the court room during the trial, and,
when they ascertained how far the general
interest had been awakened, their emissar-
ies were soon at work among the crowd and
peremptory orders were issued to the effect
that they should disperse, and go home
rln quietly. 8o iv followed that, when

e case was culled, there were more white
men than Chi g the spectators.
