X TREATMENT OF IMMIGRANTS.

How Newly Arrived Germans Web Dealt 
With In South Carolina.

Columbus, S. C., May 21,-r-Governor 
Tillman has received a letter from Arthur 
V. Brise, of New York, president of the 
German Legal Aid Society, calling atten­
tion to oofoplaints made by Germap immi­
grante of treatment received by them at 
the Pon-Pon phosphate mines in Colton 
county. The letter states that on Decem­
ber 25, Germans were induced by an adver­
tisement in a Philadelphia paper to go to 
the mines at $1.50 per day. They 
were received by gnards carry­
ing. Winchesters and revolvers. They 
were paid 75 cents per day and 
hpd to buy provisions from Contractor Sal- 
vatora, at excessively high rates. They 
were watched as though they were crimi­
nals. Declining to work on Sundays they 
were told they would be shot. They en- 
deavored to leave, but were driven back by 
the armed guards. Two escaped and laid 
their grievances before the society, in New 
York. President Brise asked for an inves­
tigation respecting the treatment of the men 
and requests that if any are found who are 
deprived of their liberty they may be re- 
released. Governor Tillman has instructed 
Solicitor Murphy to go to 
make an investigation.

HOLDING UP A TRAIN.

Rock Island Vestibuled.

Des Moines, Iowa, May 22.—A sensa­
tion was caused here last night, by an at­
tempt to hold np and rob the vestibuled 
train over the Chicago, Rock Island and 
Pacific. When two miles west of the city, 
where the tracks run through a lonely and 
desolate place, the train ran into a pile of 
railroad ties placed on the track. The 
train had been running 50 miles an hour, 
but was signalled in time to slew up some 
before reaching the ties. The night walker 
who signalled the train says he was pro­
ceeding np the track at about 11:30, when 
he came on the obstructions which had been 
placed on the track. He began to remove 
them when he was attacked, and several 
shots were aimed at him. One of the shots 
struck his lantern, broke it and left him in 
the dark. He then made hto escape and 
went to the brick end'tile works, about half 
mile away, to get a new lantern and assist­
ance, if possible. While going he waa again 
shot at. Reaching the brick and tile yard’ 
he secured a lantern and proceeded to pass 
around the obstruction to a point above to 
signal the train. The passengers received 
a severe shaking up, and for a time a panic 
raged in the crowded train. The passengers 
at first supposed that it was due to a wash­
out on account of the floods. Immediate 
search was commenced for the would-be 
robbers but no trace has been discovered.1
