COMMERCIAL CONGRESS.

London, J une 11.—The congress of the 
chambers of commerce of the empire at­
tended a banquet in the King’s hall of 
Hoi born restaurant last night. Colonial 
Secretary Chamberlain occupied the 
chair, and the agents general of the col­
onies, the colonial governors and dele­
gates to the congress, the guests in all 
numbering font hundred and fifty sac 
down. The galleries were crowded with 
ladies. During the banquet Mr. Cham­
berlain conversed at great length with 
Sir Mackenzie Bowel 1, Sir Donald A. 
Smith agent-general for Canada in Lon­
don, and Lord Knutsford, who was 
retary of state for the colonies in the last 
Salisbury ministry.

The chairman in proposing the loyal 
toasts was greeted with immense cheer­
ing. In proposing the principal toast,
“ Commerce and the Empire,” Mr. 
Chamberlain said: “The empire could 
not exist one day without commerce. If 
I were to be asked whether Great Britain 
would follow the older empires, and like 
them, perish and sink like some of our 
rivals into a condition of obscurity, I 
confess that the answer would not de­
pend upon what will be done bv the 
people of these islands, but rather by the 
eventual determination of Great Britain, 
and upon the arrangements which they 
may make to bind us together. A closer 
union is something more material than 
sentiment.”

“ Am I wrong in thinking that the col­
onies share our feelings to the full, that 
thev have no idea of setting adrift from 
the Mother Country. We ask you from 
the colonies to attach yourselves closer 
to us. It is not to a decrepit ruin that 
you are asked to cling. I think you will 
agree that there are no signs here of 
waning life or decaying power. The con­
tinuous growth of this country is almost - 
as remarkable as the growth of those 
sister nations which we call col­
onies. It is better for your 
commerce and our commerce that we 
should all alike share in the free 
interchange of commodities between 
300,000,000 people than that we should 
be engaged in the erection of barriers 
and exciting competition from which all 
shall be sufferers. The forces of cohe­
sion are greater than the forces of dis­
ruption.”
