WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Meteorological Office,
Victoria, Sept. 12 to 18, 1900

The first day of the week opened with
fair weathér over the province but a com-
paratively low barometer. On Wednesday a
decidedly low barometer appeared over
Cariboo, extending to the Lowér Mainland
and threatening rainfall. On Thursday this
developed still more and light showers fell
at New Westminster' and . the adjoining
siates. These conditions continued over
Friday, when an area of high barometric
pressure covered the distriet from Kam-
loops east to the territories, the tempera:
ture in the latter falling to freezing point
at several stations and a heavy fall of snow
occurring at Calgary. On  Saturday a
trough of low pressure again appeared over
Cariboo and light rain fell in this district.
Sunday was cloudy and a dense fog prevail-
ed in this section with showers, ‘the low
area still continuing in Cariboo. The baro-
meter then rose again on Monday and Tues-
day, when a vast area of high pressure de-
veloped from the Pacific to the region of
the Great, Lakes, the week closing with
bright weather, but with some indications
of an approaching area of ocean low pres-
sure. In the Canadian Northwest
weather has been coolj and in some sec-
tions the rafnfall excessive. :
