He drew his re-
volver and began to fire. Lora Salvino,
an Ttalian 24 years old,” who lives and
works in Backensack, received the first
bullet, which penetrated both  luugs.
The mob drew back aud the officer re-
mained in his post in the doorway. Sev-
erai. shots ‘were fired at him, but nome
took effect. He replied, firing directly
into’ the crowd until’ his -weapon was
empty, when five more mniformed men
and one in plain clothes came on' a run.
