TO THE POLES.
Emperor  William Says Religioa Wil
Not Be Interfered With.

Posen, Sept. 4.—Replying to the ad-
dress of the provincial Diet today, Em-
peror William enjoined the Germans to
lay aside-their inherited tendency to en-
gage in party strife and to work to-
gether for the good of the country. Re-
ferring to the Poles, His Majesty said:
“I deeply regret that a section of my
subjects of non-German origin appears
to have difficulty in falling in with our
conditions of life. The reason for this
may possibly be found in two misappre-
hensions: Firstly, the fear of interfer-
ence with their religion, is kept alive
among them. He who asserts that dif-
ficulties are placed in the way of my
subjects of the Roman Catholic faith in
regard to the exercise of their religion,
is guilty of telling a dowaright lie. My
whole reign and my words and actions
prove how highly I value religion, 'and
such a person insult, by a calumny of
this nature, the successor of the great
King who said: ‘Everyone is entitled to
obtain blessedness in his own fashion.’
The second misap%)rehension consists in
the fact that the fear is kept alive that
their racial peculiarities and traditions
are to be exterpated. That is not so.
The kingdom of Prussia is ¢omposed of
many races, who are proud of their for-
mer history and their individuality.
This, however, does not prevent them
from being first of all good Prussians.
It should be the same here. Traditions
and recollections may live in peace, but
they belong to history, to the past. This
day we recognize only Prussians here,
and I owe it to the labors of my fore-
fathers to see that this province shall
remain irrevocably bound to the Prus-
sian monarchy and that it shall, how-
ever,l%(; good Prussian and good Ger-
man.”

ALSO WANTED
IN SEATTLE

Jewelry and Clothing Stolen In
That City Recovered By
Local Detectives.

About the 80th of July there occurred
a robbery in Seattle, whereby a Mrs.
(Dr) Beverleigh lost jewelry valued at
about §500 and clothing worth $300,
which was reported to the local police,
but no description of the goods stolen
was given other than that there had
been a robbery in East Seattle. On the
3rd of last month a woman, Jennie Mar-
shall, accompanied by a companion
named Duffy, arrived from the Sound.
The city detectives suspected the two,
but could get no evidence against either.
However, Duffy was known to be a
very undesirable character, and was run
out of town a short time ago.

A few days ago the Marshall woman
was arrested on the charge of stealing
from the Market Exchange hotel,
where she had taken a room for the
night. On this charge she was sentenced
to three months’ imprisonment, and is
now serving her term at Topaz avenue.
‘Her companion Duffy has in the mean-
time falen into the hands of the Seattle
police, ‘who, following a elue supgl";:d
by the Victoria detectives, have been
able to bring. home the theft from Mrs.
Beverleigh to Duffy and the Marshall
‘woman.

On  Wednesday Detective Adams of
Seattle, accompanied by Mrs. Bever-
leigh, arrived to identify some wearing
apparel which the the Marshall woman
had pawned in this city. Much of Mrs.
Beverleigh’s clothing had already been
focated by ‘the city detectives, and the
best part of the outfit which the prisoner
had on when arrested beonged to that
lady. Although a valuable gold watch
was among the property disposed of by
Duffy and Jeunie Marshall on their ar-
rival here, this formed no part of the
plunder secured ‘from the Beverleigh
residence, it having been stolen from a
Seattle gentleman, whose name the po-
lice of that c¢ity have, and his property
will be returned.

Not a single item of the jewelry sto-
len from Mrs. Beverleigh has been re-
covered here, but the local detectives
say that with the information given the
Seattle man, he will have no difficulty
in recovering the lost articles. Among
them is a valuable emerald brooch, which
Mrs. Beverleigh claims was given her
by Queen Victoria herself some years
ago. Mrs. Beverleigh, who states that
she is connected with the peerage of
‘Great Britain, and produces papers to
substantiate what she says, is the owner
of a patent covering for steam pipes and
steam boxes, and claims that the com-
pany who are exploiting the invention is
incorporated for $250,000 in Washing-
ton state. .

About the beginning of August a Pin-
kerton detective made his appearance
from Seattle and was in close consulta-
tion upon several occasions with some
of the leading jewelers in this city, and
it is quite possible that his visit—a mys-
tery at the timc—had some connection
with the Beverleigh robbery. .

RICH STRIKE OF COPPER.

Reported from Copper Star Group oa
Salisbury Creek.
