Steam Pipe Bursts in Engine
Room of Tennessee at -
San Pedro

FOUR MEN DIE INSTANTLY

Ty, More Belisved to°Be Fa-|

lly- Injured, and Others
Sufferihg

San Pedro, Cal., June b.—A terrible
accident occurred on board the United
States armored cruiser Tennessee at
10.08 o'clock this morning, while the
ship was steaming at 19 knots per
hour, off Point Puenene, Cal. A steam
pipe in the starboard engine room
burst under 236 pounds pressure, Kill-
ing four men and injuring ten others,
all the men in the compartment at
the time. .

The explosion, the cause of which is
unknown, 9ccurred only a few minutes
after Admiral Sebree, Capt. F. B.
Hoard and Chief Engineer Robertson
had left the engine room on a tour of
inspection. Four of the men were
killed ingtantly, and two are appar-
ently fatally inpured. ?

Rear Admiral Sebree himself gscaped
death or ‘gerious injury in the fated
fire pit by a narrow margin. He had-left
the room where the exblosion oc-
curred not fifty seconds before the
fatal blast. The: Admiral stgod in the
engine room adjoining the fire room
with = Chief HEngineer Robertson and
Capt. Howard: His #irst intimation of
the tragedy .was as he mounted the
ladder and a. fireman leaped past him
suffering from ‘severe scalds.

When the fire call was sounded all
the crew went to.their stations in per-
fect order. Several of the crew behaved
with heroism, and will be reported to
the department later when full par-
ticulars are known. The ship was un-
dergoing ingpection by the commander
of the .second division, and had been
under way for over two hours. The en-
gines, boilers ‘and all- machinery had
been ‘working well, ‘equally as well as
during the acceptance trial.

The Tennesseé which is the flag-
ship "of the ' second 'division of the
Pacific cruiger fleét, left Santa Bar-
bara at ten o’clock this morning with
the <cruisers Pennsylvania, Washing-
ton,- Colorado and West Virginia in
her wake,on the ' semi-annual speed
trial ‘provided by mnaval regulations.

Admiral Sebree had ordered the
cruiser to steam at full speed, and the
Tennessee had just concluded a series
of evelutions and stamed straight away
at a speed of between 18 and 19 knots.

Just taken note that a mean pressure
of 230 pounds was recorded when the
explosion occurred,.-less than  fifteen
minutes after the tubes had endured a
pressure .of 265 pounds. A

An official -investigation had been
ordered. The hoiler was of the stand-
ard tubular pittern, the Babcock and
Wilcox makes, used on. many war-
ships. It eonsists of a large cluster of
four-inch tubes carrying water into
the main boilers Only one tube, and
this one of the bottom tier, exploded.

_Athe explosion as described by the sur-
Jvivors was frightful. 8o great was the
blast of soot and steam ‘that evéry
man in the room was blackened from
head to foot, whilé those clogest. to tho
break were cooked alive. When the
first outside rescurers entered the fire
room it was ifn utter .darkness. The
steam and soot' covered electric lights
and ceiling and walls with: a thick
coat. }

The impression among the officers
and crew is that Rbeinhold and Meek
were martyrs to duty, for they were
fonnd dead where others escaped, and
stayed at their posts to the last. The
accident served #o demonstrate the
complete efficiency of the fire drill
There was no -confusion.

Omaha, Neb,, Juné 6.—~—The tor 0
which passed over Southern Nebraska
and portions of Northérn Kansas on
Friday evening wag the most destrue-
tive and covered < fhe most territory
of any similar-storm which has visited
that region in‘many: years.
