convention is published this machinery
will be put in motion. On Tuesday last
the two delezates who represented
Chicago at the convention reported to
the Board of Trade of that city, and re-
commended the Board to give its sup-
port to the movement for securing the
deepenings of the 8St. Lawrence canal
system to enable ocean vessels to reach
the lake. To bhave the matter thus
officially presented to the great West-
ern metropolis, and with a recommenda-
tion id its favor, proves that the move-
ment s making headway. If the city
of Chicago once fairly realizes the im-
portance and scope of the project, we
may fairly expect that its enterprising
citizens will lose no time ‘in crystalliz-
ing the public sentiment into conerete
shape. We notice the council of our own
Board of Trade is somewhat uncertain
as to where it stands, and _a meeting
is proposed for npext Monday to enable
the Council to declare itself on
the - project, The matter is one
of no little importance, and those mem-
bers of the Board of Trade who are in
sympathy with the fmovement should
mal.:e it their duty to see that the real
feeling of the board is not misrepresented
by a snap resolution ©f the eouncil.
There seems to be a disposition on the
part of certain members to sidetrack
the movement for personal reasons, If
such & disposition exists it should be heads
ed off.  The attitude that the Toronto
Bou'rd of Trade assumes in regard to the
pm:poct will have an influential bearing
on'its reception in other places, and it
is, therefore, especially important “hat
‘the matter should be thoroughly®> gone
mto_ and the project be decided upon its
men_ts. The City Council ought to au-
thorise the printing ol the official re-
port of the convention. This report, will
no doubt have a great -circulation
throughout all the States interested in
the deep water moveflent. 1As to the
expense of publication, %he city should
not be called upon to pay more than its
proportion. Many copies will be requir-
ed by different organizations throughout
the two countries, jand arrangements
should be made to sell them in bulk at
cost price to outsiders. Toronto should
not be expdcted to provide for the gra-
tuitous distribution of the report ougside
this immediate district, or the Provinée
of Ontario in any event.

IMPROVED DEMAND FOR FARMS.

A p]easing feature to nota is the state-
ment of a gentleman holding axy import-
ant position in a leading loan company,
that “the interest due this month on
farm properties has been better met
than for a number of seasons.” The
same gentleman reports a number of
sales lately of farms in Ontario, and they
have been purchased by farmers who
have left or are about to leaves Dakota
and Manitoba. Growing of wheat isan
unprofitable business, and no one knows
it better than the farmer ; but our agri-
culturiste are alive to the situation, and
are now paying particular attention to
dairy and mixed farming.. The prompt
payment of interest, and the increasing
demands for farms in Ontario, in spite
of the low prices of grain, are probably
the most satisfactory features that we
cquld have of the future prosperity of
thie province.

IT IS AN OPTION- NOT AN AGREEMENT,

The public does hot seem to realize
how . completely oune-sided = the draft
agreemen: with the so-called Aqueduct
Company really is. As a * mattér of
fact, it is no agreement at all. It is
merely an option, and it should be so
referred to whenever it is * spoken  of.
If a body of.responsible citizens ap-
proached the Council and stated that
they would deliver light and power to
this city, say within three years, that
they would sell the current at such a
rate, and in the event of their not
fulfilling +these conditions they were
prepared . to be bound in  a penalty,
then we would say the city oughi to
treat with them., But the aqueducters
undertake to do nothing. They don't
agree to give ug the power they talk
about, they don't bind themselves to
do anything., If they get the city to
sign.this paper, the “trusted agent”
will have in his possession an option
which he or the company can hawk
about or use for booming real estato
projects. The Council would be justified
in making an agreement. It is not
justified in giving an- option to irre-
sponsible parties.

It is amusing to read of the aque-
ducters’ indignant threats to withdraw
from the azreement if certain conditions
are insisted on by the city. In dealing
with this matter, the city is merely
defining upon what terms it will allow
a mnew coneern to take possession of
the public streets for the purpose of
carryinZ on its business. The city is
doing mno injustice to anyone by making
those terms as stringent as  possible.
According to the evening papers, an
effort will be made to extract the es-
sential features of Ald. Crane’s amend-
ment and to substitute therefor a pro-
vision that is as indefinite as the other
is definite and positive. Under the com-
promjse clauses it is quite evident that
a judicious use of the rebate system
could be resorted to in. discriminating
against Toronto without violating the
agreement, that . is, should the aque-
ducters be successful in selling the op-
tion. Ald. Crane's amendment sets out
exactly -what the citizens would demand
if they were making an agreement with
any company, and when the aqueducters
are in the market tryinz to dispose of
the option, if they secure it, probable
purchasers will know exactiy what the
city expeets of them and will not be
misled by the ambizuous phraseolozy
that the option-venders would like to
see used in the option. The clause as
to the rizhts of the individual to demand
lizht and power.{s a worthless guaran-
tece. The company, under that clause,

it was hardly recoznizable when it left
his hands. Let the draft option be re-
vised in the same way. We don't imagine
the Exeeutive will have the nerve to pass
it on to the couneil without subjecting
the document to lezal revision.

THE SUBWAY BYLAW.

On Saturday a vote will be taken on
the proposed bylaw authorizing the ex-
penditure of $120,000 in widening the
Queen-street subway. There are other
civie improvements equally as urgent as
this one, but the subway project seems
to have the floor. The work must be
done before long at any rate, and as no
other project has been entered upon so
far this year it would seeme¢to be & good
idea to carry the bylaw and get
this item off the slate,

PATRONS AND PARTY POLITICS,

Can the Government Grant the Concessions
Demanded by the Patrons Without .
Receding from Its Old Pesition ¥

Editor 'World: At the present time,
when the Patron party has attained a
considerable measure of success at the
polls, it mizht not be unseasonable to
consider what is the relationship of that
party to the old parties from the stand-
point of principlo.as enunciated by their
leaders and recorded in the resolutions
to _be found in the journals of the Local
House.

1. It was moved by Mr. Marter, se-
conded by Mr. Wood, Hastinzs, to refer
bill to amend Free Grants and Home-
stead Act back to committee of whole
House to amend the same by adding:
“ Sections 11 and 12 of F, G. and
Act are hereby repealed, provided al-
ways that the repeal of the said sections
shall not take away from the patentee,
hié heirs or assizns, the right to payment
of the moneys mentioned in section 12,
as hereby amended, to which he or they
may be entitled in respect of timber cut
before the passinz Of this act, and all
trees remainipz on any free grant lands
when the patent issues shall become the
property of the patentee.” Voted down.

Compare plank 2 of the platiorm of
P. of I. The reservation of the public
lands- for the actual settler. That was
precisely what was aimed at by_thaq Op-
position’s -resolution. They*do not ap-
prove of the sale of public lands to specu-
lative lumbermen.

2, It was moved by Mr. Meredith, se-
conded by Mr. Clancy, That rezistram
of deeds shall be hereaiter appointed by
the council of the city or county wherein
the registration division for which they
are appointed is situate: Voted down
by the Mowat party. It was then moved
by Mr. Vance, seconded by Mr. French,
That after the 1st day of January next,
after the passinz of this act, all county
officials be elected by the vote of the
people. This proposition wasl treated
with contempt, mixed svith hilarity, and
was voted down hy the solid crowd.

not in the public, interest and ought
to be discouraged.

Similar re-
golutions were offered at different times,
but met the same fate.

A RIPHTHERIA ANTIDOIE.

A Quantity of Dr. Roux's Antl-Toxine
Fluid To Be Purchased,

At the meeting of the Provineial Boggi.
of Health yesterday, Dr. Cassidy read a
paper on the new anti-toxine treatmerit
for diphtheria, He first paid a tribute to
Dr. Sheard for his success in reducing the
number of diphtheria ‘cases in Toronto,
Dr, Bryce here remarked that there had
been a diminution of the disease all over
Ontario, Continuing Dr. Cassidy describ-
ed Dr. Roux’s anti-toxine treatment as
an improvement on Aronson’s “serum,” 4,
clear colorless liquid of thick consistenge,’
with an odor of carbolie, which has been
very successful in Germany in the cure of
diphtheria. It is injected in the leg or
arm. The serum is drawn from the blood
of horses.

The anti-toxine liquid is an invaluable
discovery in the eyes of Dr. Cassidy, and
his motion to purchase a limited quan-

His name is
Jokeph Isaac Rabbinowits, and he is
a Russian Jew by birth. When only
eight years of age he was foreibly ab-
ducted with three hundred other Jeéwish
children, by order of the Emperor Nicho-
las, amd was baptised by the Greek
Church. | He' was educated in a mili-
tary academy, and advanced to the posi-
tiom of a Major in the Russian army.
commanded a large division at the
siege of Sebastopol and lost his left
arm in battle. For the sake of his
ancestral faith he abandoned all pros-
Bect of promotion after the close of. the
rimean war, and. left his native land
for Roumania, where he again accepted
Judaism. In Roumania he acquired
property with the 90,000 roubles. which
then formed his fortune. When the
Jewish persecution broke out in this
country, he lost all his property but
some 6000 roubles, with which he fled
to Jerusalem, There he lived for 14
years. He has mnow lost everything,
and is compelled to ask for assistance.
Some benevolent members of the Toronto
Jewish community are interesting them-
selves in his case, but he claims that
when he waited upon the Jewish
Benevolent Association the members pre-
sent at the meeting, Messrs. Edward
Sire, F.  Benjamin and Rev Mr.
Lassarryns, they told him to go to work
—a recgption he thinks very chilly con-
sidering that he has only one arm. Mr.
