i viction that a man is doing that 
wh'ch he believes to be right: un­
less there is a conviction that the 
policy that he Iras before him is 
good for the country, then it is a 
poor, miserable game, carried on 
for the sake of power."

Now, after having been chairman 
of the resolutions committee which 
adopted the fiscal policy of the 
party, after having run as leader 
on this platform and after having 
pleaded for sincerity in public life, 
particularly in regard to policies, 
Mr,. Fielding calmly and coolly 
tells the electors of North Essex 
and of the country that he was not 
a party tô the Liberal platform and 
did not indorse it.

Mr. Fielding's cynicism is beyond 
understanding. He either indorsed 
the Liberal platform at that time 
or else lacked the courage to tell 
the convention his real views and 
made a mental reservation as to his 
own support.

Wren also was employed in rebuilding 
some 50 burned churches throughout 
London. He was also a town planner, 
and prepared a sctierae for laying out 
the whole city on a new plan, with a 
series of wide streets radiating from a 
central space. Difficulties arising from 
the various ownerships of the ground 
prevented the accomplishment of this 
scheme.

Among Wren's churches the most 
noteworthy are St. Michael's. Cornhili; 
St. Bride’s, Fleet street, and St. Mary- 
le-Bow, Cheapside, the latter remark­
able for its graceful spire, and St. 
Stephen's, Walbrook, with a plain ex­
terior but very elaborate and graceful 
interior. In the design of spires Wren 
showed much taste and wonderful power 
of invention. He was also very Judicious 
in the way in which he expended the 
limited money at his command; he did 
not fritter it away in an attempt to 
make the whole building remarkable, 
but devoted it chiefly to one part or 
feature, such as a spire or a rich scheme 
of internal decoration. Thus he was 
In some cases, as in that of St. James', 
Piccadilly, content to make the exterior 
of an almost barnlike plainness. The 
Customs House, the Royal Exchange, 
Marlborough House, Buckingham House 
and several Oxford and Cambridge 
buildings were also all designed by 
Wren.

Wren is buried under the choir of his 
beloved St. Paul’s, the greatest monu­
ment to his genius. On a tablet on the 
inner north doorway is the well-known 
epitaph: "Si monumentum requlri»,
eircumspice.” ,

The bene­
fit of a windbreak on the southwest 
and north would soon give profitable 
results on every" exposed farm, and 
there Is not a homestead that would 
not derive benefit, to say nothing of 
beauty, by having a belt of evergreen 
to control the cold winter blasts. 1 
have lived in a cold northern countn 
and have had the satisfaction of see­
ing, even in the short period of 15 
years, a transformation in aspect and 
à decided improvement in climate due 
to ttie systematic planting of an area 
of Douglas fir and spruce. The bush 
retains a large proportion of the rain­
fall and prevents the strong winds from 
drying up the moisture in the vicinity 
it shelters, especially noticeable in 
springtime when the growth barely 
covers the land. a*d it also allows the 
sun to draw up the moisture around 
the young growth, giving a steady 
atmosphere.

OPPOSED TO CHURCH UNION.
Editor Free Press: One result of the 

movement called "union’* Is a large 
fruitage of Actions; there are Actions 
old, Actions new and fictions of the 
West. Herewith a sample dozein:

1, There is the fiction that "church 
union" is settled; the assembly has de­
cided it and the only thing now is to 
accept it. Pure fiction! The assembly 
is not the master but the servant of the 
church, appointed to legislate within 
and for the church, but with no more 
right or power to vote away- the auto­
nomy of the church or transfer it to 
another control than has Parliament to 
hand over Canada to the’ U. S. A.

2. There is the Action that "all con­
stitutional steps have been taken," 
when there are no "constitutional steps" 
of any kind in the Presbyterian church 
for its own disbanding. All who wish 
to withdraw are free to do so, but all 
the "constitutional steps" of the Pres­
byterian church are for its own con­
tinuance.

Further, every one charged with the 
care of thosj "constitutional steps," 
every minister and elder, is pledged to 
that continuance; pledged by his 
ordination vows to "maintain and de 
fend" "this church,’’ and every min­
ister, each time he is inducted into a 
new charge is pledged anew to "this 
church," to its "doctrine,’’ "govern­
ment" and "worship," to "adhere faith- I 
fully" to it, to "maintain and defend"1 
it. and "to follow no divisive course 
from the present order established 
therein."

3. There is the Action that it answers 
Christ’s i.ver, when Christ never 
prayed for organization but for unity 
of spirit among His followers. Christ 
never taught that His church should be 
one in name and type and that a few 
men should have the right to decide 
that type and impose it upon others. 
He rebuked the' Apostle John for at­
tempting fciich a thing. (Mark ix, 38-39.)

4. Thera is the Action of “the majority 
vote of the people," when only oner 
third of the people voted for "union," 
and no one ever knew in Canada so un­
just a thing as a great organization 
disbanded or transferred to another 
control on the demand of one-third of 
its membership.

5. There is the fiction that ’'union'/ 19 
necessary for work in the West, when 
committees on co-operation have al­
ready eliminated all needless overlap­
ping in home missions.

8. There is the Action that "the West

7. There is the Action of the host of 

’’union" churches already formed, when 
all these are simply the result of co­
operation, one parent church withdraw­
ing here and another there, to prevent 
overlapping, and when nearly all these 
so-called "union'* churches are now al­
lied with one or other of the parent 
churches and are free to choose any 
church connection they may prefer, 
without rending to pieces the' whole 
church all over Canada.

8. There Is the Action that more mis­
sion work would be done, as if two pints 
would make more than a quart, with 
a large part spilled in the pouring to­
gether, and when the very attempt to 
force it is now killing our mission 
funds.

9. There is the Action that It would 
promote Christian, unity, when it has 
thrust Into the Presbyterian church in 
the past dozen years more division and 
strife than has been between ail the 
denominations in all Canadian history.

10. There is the Action that it is de­
manded by the young—when the stu­
dents of Canada, formerly organized as 
a part of the Y. M. C. A. have, within 
the past two years, separated and with­
drawn themselves, and formed the Stu- 
deent Christian Federation of Canada, 
which held recently Its flrst national 
convention in Toronto. The students— 
as do Presbyterians—demand religious 
liberty. ^

11. There Is the unworthy fiction that 
this movement Is opposed because of 
"prejudice.” It Is opposed because of 
the conviction that it is not of God nor 
for the good of Ills kingdom. It is op­
posed because to exchange the demo­
cratic Presbyterian church, pledged by 
ordination vows to evangelical truth, for 
an autocratio legal corporation, pledged 
to no system of truth, would be a long 
step backward In religious freedom and 
progress.

12. There! Is the fiction that this move­
ment is an example to the whole world 
of the spirit of Christ, when the only 
spirit shown by it to those of its own 
household. In the Presbyterian church, 
Is a spirit of callous disregard of the 
scores of thousands who seek to coerce 
no one, whose prayer Is to be allowed 
to remain In peace In their own church; 
a spirit of supreme Indifference to Its 
own past pledges as to necessary 
unanimity, and, aa shown In the 
"church union Mil,’’ a spirit of rutMese 
purpose, at whatever cost, to wipe toy 
law "the Presbyterian church In Can­
ada" off the page of Canada’s futurel 
history, and to drive her people Into a 
new legal combine or out into the 
wilderness without a church home. It 
is a siplrit of which Presbyterians have 
not had such experience since the days 
of Claverhouse, and which now, as then, 
will fall. Freedom still lives.

DAYLIGHT SAVING.
Editor Free Press: May we request j 

the influence of your valuable publics- j 
ti„n toward obtaining—among those 
municipalities that may adopt daylight 
saving hours this summer—uniform 
dates for beginning and ending the 
period of changed time?

You are awaie, of course, that the 
railways take no part In any dispute 

to the merits or demerits of day­
light saving, and have no interest In 
influencing any community for or 
against it.
