The rum traffic is sn unmitigated 
evil, not one honest word can be said 
in its favor. All other trades have just 
and honorable foundations, but this is 
the trade of death.

Fellow citizens, you all know this 
traffic. We must work to put it down. 
Let it be an issue by itself; let it stand 
alone a monument of evil, a monument 
of murder, of suicide, of pauperism, of 
increased taxation, of prostitution, of 
treason to domestic peace and public 
weal, of all crimes. Let it stand in the 
midst of its gilded thoroughfares, to be 
despised in its glare by all political and 
social complexions; to he hooted and 
despised until cut off from all sympa­
thy, it shall go down in eternal night.

We should deal very kindly with the 
drunkard, there is a general disposition 
to kick the poor fellow, to speak harsh*» 
ly to him, or, at least, to let him alone, 
as a degraded specimen of humanity. 
This is wrong, he is besotted it is true, 
because of bis beastly appetite, but 
that appetite bas been goaded on by 
the seller of strong drink, and the sell» 
erol strong drink has been allowed to 
pursue hie fiendish business with little 
hinderance on the part of chrsstian 
people, beyond an occasional (not very 
forcible) remonstrance.
~ It is our duty to help put down the 
rum trade. It has become a mighty 
power against Christianity. No outrage 
nor indecency is to great for it to com­
mit. For gain, it makes Ynerchandiae 
of the souls of its victims. It ruins 
families. It breaks up the peace vf 
families. It makes widows and or­
phans. It fills poorhouses, jails and 
penitentiaries. It fattens pauper 
grave yards with the lemains of its vic­
tims. The slave trade was bad ; the 
slave auctions were horrible ; the deal­
er in human flesh was voted to be a 
low wretch who could not gain admis» 
dion into decent society. The liquor 
trade is, If possible, worse. The bar 
tering of a man’s soul across a bar 
counter for glass after glass of mean 
whiskey, is fully as vile as to sell his 
body by auction. As the slave dealer 
was held accursed, so let society frown 
on the maker and seller, wholesale or 
retail of distilled perdition, until every 
vendor of the poison, shall, by force of 
public opinion, if not of law, he driven 
out of a life of crime and dishonesty, 
into some decent business in which be 
can consistently ask the blessing of 
God. The rum seller is, in a certain de» 
gree, guilty of every outrage his vie 
tims may commit, while under the ef­
fect of the stimulant that they receiv 
ed from bis band. They hare a part­
nership in every blow they strike, in 
every murder and every suicide com­
mitted. The man who puts the 
bottle to bis neighbor s lips is ac­
countable for what comes from those 
lips, under the influence of the dram ; 
and is accountable too, for every out» 
rage that the mudHaiuni vimino of t»>© 
cup may perpetrate during bis tempo­
rary insanity. What good is a rum- 
seller to any place ? Draymen, boots 
blacks, chimney sweeps, or scavengers 
do some good, their work is indispen- 
sible, but wbat good does the rum sell­
er do? They have not the slightest 
argument. Wby should they be al 
lowed to disturb the peace and quiet 
of peaceable citizens, and become nui- 
ances wherever they are? They in­
crease ignorance, they more than dou­
ble our taxes, they diminish our 
churches, they multiply our prisons and 
destroy our families. No truly respect» 
able person would engage in the busi­
ness. and he should be sbnnned and 
despised by every respectable citizen, 
and they should use every effort for the 
suppression of these bells of drunken 
ness, and get rid of these bowling, stag­
gering inebriates, who turn our streets 
into perfect hells of violence, turmoil 
and crime.

It is our duty to enforce the law, and 
break up this hellish business. It is 
no good to plead with them any more, 
their hearts are hardened against all 
that is decent, they can stand the melt­
ing pleas of blasted homes and broken 
hearts. They hope to quell their cries 
by aweing into silence those mothers 
whose sons have fallen victims to their 
trade ; and wives whose husbands come 
to. them no more in peace, love and fi» 
delity ; children wnose parents have 
been sent to untimely graves, those 
they may intimidate, but there is a 
class they cannot intimidate, and tlmt

ential citizens. Look at the groggeries 
in our town-a stench in the nostrils of 
decent society. Look at the neglected 
children of the drunkard : we cannot 
be idle spectators of their forsaken and 
pitiful condition. We have not the 
right to permit the numerous afflio» 
tlons they are compelled to endure. 
Our very manhood should prompt us 
to rush to their rescue. What we 
rightfully do for their relief, we are 
cowardly as well as criminal for not do» 
log. The child has no control over the 
conduct of Its parents, yet how much 
depends on the drunkenness or sobris 
ety to that ebild of its father. The rum 
shop is the only place where parents 
can buy anything to extinguish paren­
tal affisotion, and this brutaliz ng agent 
U&fipeddle out to such as have de» 
pendant little ones m charge. Oh, 
shfimeful rum seller-do you not blush 
wyour vile deeds when you contem­
plate the result of your trade. We 
would think you oould hear the cries of 
your baby victims. You n^ed 
think to escape the burning brand your 
atrocities merit. If the poor drunkard 
cannot enter the abode of tbe pure and 
the just, what chance is there for 
the drunkard maker ?

A Race against Time.
BRIDGETOWN,‘ YARMOUTH LINE." BY FRANK ABELL.

Dreams are not always true. NW, on 
the other hand, are they always false—a 
fact within the observation, if not experi­
ence, of everybody. Of course I do not 
refer to day dreams, nor the fancies con­
jured by a disordered stomach

L.t me transcribe a page or two of my 
own experience, and judge for your*elvee 
whether shadows of the impending future 
can be projected in dreams.

1 had been stationed on the main line of 
the great Central railway for something 
more than a year, attending to all the day 
and night duties at that point with mcli 
an unfailing regularity that no thought of 
possible accident had ever occurred to me. 
The duties were not espe- ially arduous,but 
the responsibility was far greater.

There was an express day and night, 
both ways, for which the main line had to 
be always clear ; a local • xpress each way, 
which ran on the turnout, and waited for 
the through train to pus* ; a mail train 
night and morning which had the right 
of way ; one ordinary passenger, and half 
a dozen perhaps, accommodation and 
freight.

To see that the main line was always 
closed at the right moment, that the turn­
out was always ready when it should he, 
that the branch were the local made up 
was open and in short, that everything 
was in condition for prompt and satisfac­
tory work ing, kept me almost constantly 
at my post, though, as I have already said, 
the duties were not especially arduous.

One morning, just after the local had 
made up and gone, my wife came running 
to me with an alarmed face.

O j thunder-storm, which had now spread it­

self over all the heavens.Ill As the time£E. C. YOUNG- B seemed favorable, I ordered the first 
ter to cast off.

- Oi.:;
Dark clouds now rose 

rapidly ovei us, and enveloped us in al 
most total daiknese, except when the sky 
was lighted up by the welcome flashes ot 
vivid lightning, to show ns the perilom 
way we were to take. Now and then the 
dim outline of the landscape could be seen 
and the forest bending under the roaring 
■lorm that came rushing up the titer.

*1 With our bow pointing to tbe island, 
wejpassed the lowest point of land without 
btfing observed, it appears, by the enemy 
All speed was given to the vessel to drive 
her through the tempest. The flashes oi 
lightning continued with frigliUul brillian­
cy, and 1 almost every second;* wrote a cor­
respondent, ‘ every brace, post, and out­
line could be seen with startling distinct 
ness, enshrouded by a blush white glare 
of light, and then her form for the next 
minute would become merged in the in­
tense darkness.’ When opposite battery 
No. 2, ou the mainland, tire smoke-stack 
blazed up, but the fire was soon subdued. 
It was caused by tbe soot becoming dry, as 
the escape steam, which usually kept the 
stacks wet, had been sent to the wheel- 
house, as already mentioned, to prevent 
noise. With such vivid lightning as pre­
vailed during the whole passage, there was 
no prospect of escaping the vigil-nee of tbe 
enemy, but there was good reason to hope 
that he would be unable to point his guns 
accurately. Again ihe smoke-stacks took 
fire, and were soon put out ; and then the 
roar of tbe enemy’s guns began, and from 
batteries No. 2, 3, and 4, came almost in­
cessantly the sharp crack and screaming 
sound of their rifle-shells, which seemed 
to unite with the electrifc batteries of the 
clouds to annihiliate us.

< While nearing the island 
shoal point, during a few momenta of total 
darkness, we were siartled by , the loud, 
sharp order, ‘ Hard a-port !’ from our brave 
and skilful pilot, First Master Hoel. We 
almost grazed the island, and it appears 
that we were not seen through the storm 
until we were close In, aod the enemy 
having no time to point h is guns did not, or 
probably could not, depress them. While 
close under the lee of the island and dur­
ing a lull In the storm and in tho firing, 
one of our pilots heard a confederate officer 
shout, ‘ elevate your guns I» t Yes, con­
found you,' sgid the pilot, in a much lower 
key, ♦ elevate.’ Jt is probable that the 
mussles of those guns bad been depressed 
to keep the rain out of them, and the offi 
errs, not expecting another night attack 
in such a storm,and arriving late, order­
ed the guns elevated just in time to save 
us from the direct fire of the enemy's 
heaviest tort ; and this, no doubt, was the 
cause of our remarkable escape. Nearly 
all tbe enemy's shot went over us.

t Having passed the principal batteries, 
wo were greatly relieved from tba sue. 
pease, patiently endured, however, by the 
officers and crew. But there whs another 
floating battery, which was the great » war 
elephant’ of the^Confederates, built to 
blockade the Misslssipl permanently. As 
we passed her she fired six or eight shots 
at us, but without effect. One ball struck 
the coal barge, and was found In a bale of 
hay ; we found also one or two musket 
bullets. We arrived qt New Madrid about 
midnight with no one hurt, and were most 
Joyfully Ttcelved by our army. At tbe 
suggestion of Paymaster Nixon, all hands 
f Spliced the main brace.'1
