around the street. A Salem hair-dresser advertised
that he would “attend to the polite construction of
rolls to raise ladies heads to any pitch desired.”
The Abbé Robin, traveling through Boston a few
years later, found the hair of ladies’ heads “raised
and supported upon rolls to an extravagant height.”
