The Steamer Europa arrived at a.oon on
Ttrasday Iast, bringing a weck's later advices
frômu the aid world.

The bitter recollectian
af former French occupations is nlot yet erased
frarn the Italian nind. Hence nothing couIc
bc more odious adunapopular in tho Eternal
City than a Freuch invasion. The foolish
and fatal precipitancy ai Oudinot, resultin,,
as it lias donc in bloodslied aad discomfiturc,
adds net a littie ta the gencral embarrassment.
