Tua Borree Svsresm—The polica reports for past
year (1874) contain many referencus to the practice
of private drinking or ¢ bottle system” Tho chief
coustable of Cumberland aud Westmoreland says :—
“ Numbers of men club together to buy liquor before
tho publichounres are closed, and go to the house
of one of tho party and drink thero to alato hour.
Women and children are generally present, and I
believe that the evil example thus set has been at-
tended with very Lnd consequences, In many cascs
of brutal kicking and other assaults committed by
husbands on their wives, the defendants nlleged
that when they returned from their work they found
their wives drunk and their homes neglected, and
that then passion, quarrelling, and vielenco followed.
I believe that drinking to cxcess mong women has
greatly inereased since men lave fallen iolo the
habit of taking liguor bome when the publio-houscs
close, and gitting till 1 or 2 am. carousing with
their companions in the presence of women and
children.” 'Chis system of “ secret siuning” is wvi-
dence that moro moral teaching is wanted amongst
the working classes, and though the faith of“sobricty”
legislutors may bu abalkem, we lLope to sco them
divide their future /abours betwcen meral and
legislative roform amongst the homea of the labour-
ing classes.

Suepry oF Woat.—Our Supply of wool from abroad
in the year 1874 reached nearly 339 millien pounds.
This was sheep and lambs’ wool ; adding alpacn
vicunna, and lamn, the import of foreign and coloni-
al wool into the United Kingdom in tho year
amounted, in round numbers, to 343 million pounds
or above 25 millions more than 1n the preceding
year. 'The declared value of this great total cxcecd-
ed 21 millions sterling, or a millivn aud a half more
than in the preceding year. But much of this im-
ported wool leaves us again, as it came in its un-
manufactured state, for France, Germauny, and other
countries, In 1874 this oxport from the United
Kingdom of foreiga and colonial wool exceeded 144
million ponndsnnd wag 21 million pounds more
than in the preceeding year, leaving in our posses-
sion more than 198 million pounds, or about four
milliona more than in the preceding year. Two
thirds of our supply of shecp and Jambs' wool now
come from Australin, The quantity arriving from
Australin wag less than 69 million pounds in 1860 ;
in 1867 it had reached 133 million pounds; seven
years later, in 1874, it had risen to more than 225
million pounds, and what we should have done for
wool without Australia isa question more eagily
arked than answered. The above statements are
given in round numbers because the figures, taken
at present from the first entrles of importers partial-
ly revised, ars subject to some amount of subsequent
carrection.

Tho avernge daily receipts to
keep np with rents and other licavy expenses can-
not be less than $20 ; probably that is'n small aver-
age, but it ropresents a daily {otal of $140,008 per
day paid for Jrinks, Oarrying this through the 365
days thn!: mnke up the year nad tbe alcoholic ag-
gregate is §51,100,000. But in addlition to theso
saloows which pay for their privileges thero are at
least 2,000 unlicensed saloons in the city, which
will bring the tota] expenditure for stimulants up
to mare than $60,700,000, or a fraction over $60 for
ovesy man, woman and child in the Metropolis, Of
tho_ hundred doMar grade of licenses there nro
3,958 which mark the places frequented by tho
poorer classes in’ search of spiritnous liquors.—
In addition to these there are 2,958 nplaces
that took out alo and bLeer licenses ouly, at thirty
dollars eack, and these are the resorts of persons of
moderats incomes, It ig cstimatod nlso thas four
out of every six dollars wasted iu intoxicants comes

from thosu who depend upon their daily toil for
subsistence,
