Oranceism.—Mr. M'Gee’s motion—* that
in 1be opinion ot this House no avowed chief or
leader of any exclusive secret politico-religious
saciety should be appointed to the prosecution of
justice on behalf of the Crown in this Previnee”
—was discussed in the Legislative Assembly on
Thersday the 8th iostant.  The mover of the
resclution introduced the subject 1 a powerful
speech, in which, with his well knowa eloquence,
Le traced the bistory of Orangeism from its
oryin to the present day ; portrayed the horrors
to which the society had given birth in Jreland ;
and feelivgly deprecated its importation ivto Ca-
nada. He contended that justice could not be
impartislly administered by, that its administra-
tion eould not therefore with propriety be en-
trusted to, members of such a dangerous secret
sod oath-bound organisation ; and without invok-
g penal legislation against it, or its members,
be argued that Orangeism, and all secret, politico-
religious societies should be discountenanced by
the goverpment, as prejudicial to the best inters-
aats of the community.

The notorious Gowan replied, or rather at-
tempted to reply to the brilliant speech of Mr.
M:Gee. He feebly, indeed impolently, attempt-
ed to vindicate Orangeism from the damning
charges urged agaiost it by his opponent, and in-
delibly recorded, in the history of Ireland in
letters of biood, and in the Blue Books of the
Imperisl Parhament ; but he carefully eschewed
all discussion on the real merits of the question
at jssue—whether the administration of justice
could with decency or prudence be entrusted to
the members of a secret politico religious socie-
ty? On one point perbaps be was more success-
fu ; as for instance, when be contested the ac-
curacy of Mr. M'Gee’s version of the origin of
Orangeism ; and attributed it to that notorious
flunky Burnet, in whom we find ludicrously com-
bined the most prominent characteristics of a
Bob Acres, and a Titilebat Titmouse. Bishop
Burzett was just the kind of a man who would
ariginate such an institution as Orangeism. Na-
ture, who had liberally endowed him with a brax-
en face, broad shoulders, the brawny calves of a
Loodon drayman, and the prineiples of a pro-
fessional “ toad-eater,” evidently designed him |
for the post of undes-footman iu & wealthy Dow-
ager’s bousehold ; William dnd the Whigs frus-
trated the kind mtentions of mother nature, by
makiag the man who might have been respect-
able in plush-breeches, a Protestant Biskop ; and

that instead of being a buckler to the innoceat,
and u scourge to the guilty, it is a shield bebind
which the Orange culprit, no matter how ciear
aud atrocious his guilt, is always sure to find
pratection --a weapen certawn to {all with deadly
effect upon the head of the Catholic defendant,
no matter how mamfest his inoocence. ‘This is
what 13 believed—ths 15 what is repeated by
thousands upd tens of thousands in Upper Cana-
da ; this is the impression that the lale vote 1o the
Legislature will {atally confirm. And because
the contempt, and well-grounded suspicion with
which the admunisiration of justice will in con-
sequence be looked upon by Her Majesty’sloyal
Catholic subjects of Upper Canada—whose lives
whose properties, and liberties, are at the mercy
of an unprincipled and blood-thiraty secret socie-
ty—must inevitably lead to a disregard for law
amongst the oppressed, and encourage the spread
of counter-secret societies, therefore do we re-
gret the late decision of the Legislature.

But we are not surprised at the result of the
vote ; for from our experience of the ulter want
of fixed or honorable prinuiple aiongst our le-
gislators and rulers, we well know Lhat questions
such as those mooted by Mr. M‘Gee will never
 a Uansdian Legislature be dealt with upon
principle, or upon other motives thap those of
a grovelling party expediency. Not—* what is
right in the eyes of (God 7™ bul—* what will se-
cure to us the emoluments of ‘oflice and the dis-
tribution of Colonal patronage 17 is the consi-
deration upan which votes upon questions involy-
ing the most important prieciples of faith und mo-
rals, are given. Men, admirable often in ther
private lives, Catholics even, will still persist in
acting as if there was a dilference betwixt pub-
lic morality and private morahfy ; as il il were
lawful to do m one’s capacity as wmember of Par-
hament, that which it would be mortal s for the
no-noflicial Christiaa to do; as it 1he soul of the
citizen might be suved, though the soul of the
Minister was damned.  Thus  the Catholie
Church which coudemns all secret societies, as
odious to God, as dangerous to man, by implica-
tion, enjoins upon her children the duty of re-
fraining from giving any encouragement thereun-
to, lest they be participators in other men’s sins ;
and in his privaie capacity, we believe, we liope,
that there is not a single Catholic—Minixtenal
or anti-Mimsterial—in the Legislature, who
would slight tns injunction. And yet, alas! such
is luman incousistency, such are the permcious
effects of worldly ambition, and covetousness,
thal we find numbers of Catholics who, in their
public capacities, or as legislators, scruple not to
dea! with secret societies as 1f those organise-
tions were perfecily barmless ; and as if it were
perfectly consistent with their professioas of Ca-
thalictty, to foster the growth of Orangeism in
Canada.

There is, it must be acknowledged, a most la-
mentable deficiency of principle amongst our le-
gslators,  We speak not of the Protestant sec-
tion of these only ; neither would e condemn the
latter so strongly as we do that section which,
enjoying bigher privileges, and which taught by
a bigher rule of faith and morals, is bound to

Not in any faclions spirit do we write this,
but in bitterness of heart; for we feel that a
grievous blow has been dealt Lo the cause of re-
hgion, mnorality, and good order in Canada, by
the action of the Legislature towards secrel so-
ciettes, If, despairing of obfaming justice from
the legally constituted tribunals, over which thewr
bitterest enemies, the unserupulous conspirators
agamst Catholic liberties, the sworn upholders of
¢ Protestant supremacy,” are called upan to pre-
side, the outraged minority of Upper Canada
fake the law into their own bands, and madly
avenge their wrongs, all good men will deplore,
all will condemn the act, but no one would have
cause to be astonished thereat. If Protestants
taunt us with the monstrous imcomnsistency of.
which our Catholic rulers furnish us the example,
m encouraging - Orangeism in Upper Canada,
whilst professing (hemselves members of a
Church which anathemalises all secret societies,
we must bang our heads with shame, or defend
ourselves by repudiating the appheation of the
epithet Catholic 1o men who thus bring disgrace
upon the name.

Vo these we may apply the lan-
guage of St. Paul with but slight modification ;
« there are diversities of operations,” but the
same foul spirit of hatred of Catholicity work-
ethall in all.  « Ty kell with the Pope,”’ is the
slogan of the Orangeman ; « death to the blacks”
f.e., the “ priests,” is the rallying cry of the
Carbonari ; and though employing different
means, both aim at the accomplishment of the
same objects. Secret societies are the great in-
strament with winch their author the devil seeks
to work his will upon earth ; by them and thro’
their agency, is civilisation menaced in Turope,
and society convulsed to its centre. Tn [taly,
they threaten the Holy See, and exult i the
pragpec(s of the approaching dowafall of the Pa-
pacy ; pearer bome, they have brought the very
name of law into disrepute, and by therr foul
preseace bave polluted even the legal tribusals ;

Rev. Chairman spoke as follows:—

[ teel peculiar pleasure in presiding over this in-
fluential meeting, in & frec country, to express u free
opinion in o matter which interests the entire (Ca-
tholic world—to assert rights established for more
than & thousand years—to assert the privileges also
of the Heasd of our Church; and to proclaim our

As you will hear the case sleted by several eloguent
gentlemen who will address you, [ will suy very lit-
tle more on the matter. [ would recommend the
meoting to keep within certain bounds in their ap-
plause, inasmuch as we are new in 1 sacred building
devoted to 1he worship of God. However, we do
not consider it & desecration to uge signs of applause
in cxpressing your opinion in & matter of right and
justice ; for God is a God of justice and of right.~
(Applause.) We feel a poculiar pleasure aslgo in
having the venerable Bishop of Hemilten at our
meeting. {Applanse,) As the meeting is called to-
gether for the purpose of expressing sympathy with
our Holy Father the Pope, we do hope that none but
sympathisers will give an opinion in the matter, It
is not a question for discussion ; for we are all unani-
mous in right end justice. [ am sure that in the
city of Toronto, amongst an enlightened people,
there will be none to take upon themsclves the
odious task of disturbicg the meeting.

Hon. Captain Elmsley then came forward to
move the first resolution :—

1gt—Resolved—That the temporsl soverviguty of
the Pope, being legitimate and providential in its
origin, just and paternal in its administration, ne-
cessery for his position as head and beart of the
Catholic world, most salutary for science and civili-
sation, it should be regarded as sacred and inviolate
by all nations and peoples.

This resolution was eloquently seconded by T\
Barry, Esq.. and was unanimously carried.

The second resolution, moved by Mr. Moylan
in a very able speech, and seconded by Mr. C.
Robertsoa, was couched in the following terms :

2nd—Resolved, That, a8 loyal subjecis to our own
Goveroment, and dutiful children of the Church, we
view with just alurm and indignation the revolt of
some unworthy co-religionists of Itsly, against the
most just and paternal of Sovereign Rulers.

Mr. O’Donohoe, seconded by Dr. Lawior,
proposed the next resolution :—

3rd—Hesolved That we heartily sympathise with
our beloved spiritual Fatber, Pope Pius IX, in bis
present affliction, and presume to raise our humble
voices in unison with our Catlbolic brethren of the
whole world, to encourage Lim to preserve intact,
according to his oath of coronstion, the Patrimony
of St. Pater ; confided to him, that he may, independ-
ent of any master or influence, freely exercise bis
spiritnal authority over the two hundred millions of
his spiritual children.

The fourth resolution was proposed by Mr.
O’Neill, seconded by Mr, Stock :—

4th—Resolved, That we regard the question now
before the civilized world, as one which involves the
primary principles of all established governmentz;
whether a factious mivority, aided and abetied by
foreign intrigue, sball be allowed to establish the
right to revolutionize governments founded on jus-
tice and morality ?—a course subveraive of all law
and order, and fuall of danger, alike to persons and
property, under any form of gorernment whatever.

"Che Meeting was then addressed by the Rev.
Mr. Gniffa, a native of Turin; who in 2 power-
ful and most argumentative discourse exposed the
policy and designs of the revolutionists of Italy.

The voice of
the people of Oanads would ascent agsinst the viop-
lence which was sttempted to Lo perpetrated to-
wards the venersble successor of St. Peter. f[Ap-
plause.] 'Their late venerable Pastor and Bishop,
who bad lately gone to Rome, bore with bim o pre-
cious document to lay at the feet of His Holizess,
which would show to Iis Holiness the gtate of
Cutholicity in this portien of the wrld, Their
late venersble Hishop bore with him a« document
coutaining the umpited protest, and signed by all
the Bishops of the Province, protesting against the
conduct which bad been puraued towards him. [Ap-
plause.] This document would be the means of con~
soling him in his affliction. It would help to wipe
away the tears from his eyes, and would be the
means of imparting streogth to His Holincss if he
(the Bishop) could make use of such a term while
speaking in regard to the Bighop of Christ. (L.oud
applause.) In & short lime they would send
another precious docnmont to the Holy Father. It
would be the united- protest of his children of Cana-
da against the wrong which was attempted to be
dope him. The Sovereign Pontiff would be proud of
receiving such a document, for it would be a pleasing
aggurance to him that his children in Canada were
faithful and true to him (Cheers). 7The Sovereign
Pontiff will be proud when he Jearns that solarge an
assemblage of the citizens of Toronto, were congre-
gated here to-night to sympnthise with bim., It
would have tho effect of adding to Lis happincss
when he learned that the meeting had been presided
over by the venerable Bishop ; that it had besu at--
tended by a large number of the clergy of the
Diocess, and by thonsands of the laity. He sincercly
trusted . that the laity and clergy of the Church
might be long united, and that their sole object would
be never to allow the sacrilegious hand to wrosy
from the Sovereign Pontiff, that which God had ea-
trusted to his keeping. He was bappy to congratu-
late the Venerable Bishop who administered the af-
fairs of this large diocese on the large meeting on
this occasion; und he was happy to coogratulate
those around him upon the.interest they took in the
temporal Sovercignty of the Holy Father. They
must bear in mind, that when the Sovereign Poutiff
agcended the throne, he pledged himself to hand
down undiminished the Patrimony of St. Peter. This
Pope Pius the Ninth hud pledged himself to do before
the mations of the earth. This he would de, for he
had solemnly pledged himself Lo preserve the patri-
mony which had been entrusted to him, even though
he bad to lay down hislife foris. The Bishops of
the Church might be called to ia} down their lives.
They, also, had taken & solemn oath that they would
hand down undiminished the patrimony of St. Peter.
Rather than violate thut solemn oath which they
have taken, they wonld sufler death, (Applause)—
His Lordabip then said that he hoped that the day
wag not far distant when the nations of iLe earth
waonld raige their voices ngrinst the spoliation of the
Church of St Peter. He trusted they would continne
united, as wore the thres persons in the Godhead.—
(His Lordship then resumed his seat amid great ap-
plause.)

His Lordship Bishop Lynch announced that he had
raceived a letter from his Holiness the Pope in re-
sponse to one written by himself (Bishop Lynch) and
Bishop Obarbonpel, in which they had expressod
their condolence with Hie IHoliness in his present.
misfortunes. (Loud cheers) His Holineas segured
them of his peculiar favar, &e. (Loud cheers) What
harm bad the Pope done that his people should rise
against him? The majority of the inhabitznts of the-
States of the Church wers agriculturists. Of the
three millions under his temporal sway two miilions
lived in the country, and one million in towres. And
among those who lived in the towns were a clique
of rowdies, who kept up a continual cebellion in or-
der to obtain possession of money and power, Why
did not the Holy Father do a3 our Queen had lately
done to put down revellion in India? He was too
kind—he wnas too much of a mother, not to say a
father. [Applause.] Politiciang agreed that if the
Hely Father put to death the men in bis dominions.
who desorved it, he would ruln much more easily.
Then aguain the personal exponses of the Pope did not
oxceed 25 cents a day—how much larger would they
be if he were a king with children. 1t wna also said,
that nll the officers of the State were ecclesiastics.—
Thia was not the case. There were about 7,000 offi-
cers connected with the civil government of the
States, of whom 6627 were laymen, and 303 only ec-
clesiagtics. Of this number 179 are chaplains to
prisons, reformatories, and other public inatitutions.
The proportion, therefore, of laymen employed by
the Poutifical Giovernment, is nearly 20 to 1! e
had lately vigited Rome, snd while there had entered
und vigited many of the public buildings. lle wens
into one place whete he found about ffty gertlemen,
laymen writing the Bulls issued by tho Pope, for the
appointment of Bishops throughout the Catholic
Church.  Tho Bull under which be (Bishop Lynch)
wad consecrated, was written in that place and by
8 layman. {Cheers.] His Lordship said that this fact
ought to bea good reply to persons who said,thrt only
veclesiastics were in office, in Rome. In the hulld-
ing he had jual retorred to, he attempted lo make
Boige enquires, but he was tvid by o leyman, thas al}
that took place within its porials was secret. A
grest suving, his Lordship contended, was effected
by employing ecclesinstics who, not having families
to support, did with less salaries. Rome could not
become s manufacluring city; the climate was
against it, Jt wag surrounded by marshes which de-
cimated the people. If there was no Pope there,
Romuo would not exist; it would becomo as Babylon.
Thirty thousand visitors passcd through Bome every
year—rvisitor to the Churches and shrines, kept in
order.by the Pope. By these people the populstion
were in a great measure sgupported, and yet they wore
ungrateful to him who thus fod them. 1t was impos-
siblo wmaks Rome a manufacturing city, owing to
the climate. Tt had been tried and tried again, but
it wnd lound to be impossible. Many of the Popes
had attempted to foster agriculture in the vicinity of
Romo, but this had been found also to be impossibie.
Tie wissma ariging from the Pontine murshes killed
off the population The population in a grear urea-
sure were averse to labor; in fact, they would not
work, aud they were too smart or thought them-
selves won smurt to be governed. They could buy
things 50 cheaply in Rome that it was npt requisite
for the people to work hard for their living; bat the
rowdies he bad alluded to, were in favor of going
idle rltogether. So that they wight earry ouy this
principle—if pringciple it could be called—they were
alwaye agitating and proposing changes. They were
io favor of a division of all the property in Rome,
and theiv eterual ery was '*Divide! divide " (Ap-
plnuse.] ‘They were nover satisfied and never could
be patinfied, as it was impossible to satisfy such per-
sond. [Applause). Such peraons put him in mind
of the glory of the unilors on bosrd n ship. A num-
ber of the crow called for & division of the grog,
which was ngreed ta.  [Langhter.} The thirsty ones
, foun drauk up their share ; and when they hed done
thig, they ingtaatly raised the cry of * Dividei
divide againl" [Lond laughter] Su it was

with the rowdies of Rome, {Loud Cheora.)
