THE RULES 0F THE LEAGUE.

EDITOR MILITIA GAZETTE,-Now ihat the smoke cf the first great
League Match is cleared away, we can see wbere there is a weak
point in the otherwise admirable systern cf checking. The scores are
properly kept by members of rival regiments, flot competitors, but why
is there no provision made for the checking of the markers at the buits?

In the case of a team firing wbere no other team is com-peting,
wbat is to prevent the markers giving a bull's-eye for every inner or
niagpie, and in such a case the mnarkers would, cf course, be just as
much interested in the resuit cf the match as the riflemen theniselves.
In cases where several teams art competing at once, such disbonest
marking would be of course impracticable, as the targets are drawn for
at every range and each team checks the other's performance ; but
where only one team is firing, I think the officiais of the league should
sec that there is soîie system cof checking the markers put into force
immediatç1y. I do flot for a moment insinuate that the marksmen
