Mercantile Summary.

THE Manitoba Trusts Company de-
clares a half-yearly dividend at the rate
of six per cent.

THE Medicine Hat merchants will close
their stores on Wednesday afternoons
during the summer.

WiINGHAM has passed a by-law to raise
$7,500 to purchase the waterpower privi-
lege of Carr Brothers, and to rebuild the
dam thereon.

A REPORT, which appeared in a Lon-
don paper last week, that Messrs. Radford
& Co., jewelers, had assigned, was incor-
rect. The party who made the assignment
to Mr. Bertrand was F. Radford, who
conducted a bicycle business under the
name of Radford & Co. .

Tue people of St. Thomas and the
Western peninsula will hereafter have
first-class service across Lake Erie to

Cleveland, from Port Stanley and Ron-
deau. Tri-weekly trips will be begun at
orice, the first steamer of the Lake Erie
Navigation Company, the “Urania,” hav-
ing arrived at Port Stanley.

A New York despatch says that the
ink-makers in the United States have
combined into the Federal Printing Ink
and Supply Company with a capital of
$18,500,000. It will comprise thirty-five
separate organizations, extending from
New York to San Francisco. L. A. Ault
is president.

It is satisfactory to learn that the Gov-
ernment is resolved to enforce the law
and inflict exemplary punishment on per-
sons undervaluing foreign goods passed
through the customs. The Minister of
Customs has made the statement that
the Department will do its utmost
to punish any cases they may be able
to bring to light. The memorials of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Assoctiation and
the Boards of Trade of Montreal and
Toronto have had the effect of eliciting
this promise.

Granp Forks, B.C., has a slap-dash
wholesale way of going about municipal
business, which is apt to raise the hair
of the slower eastern business man. The
ratepayers of this youthful place are to
be asked to raise money enough “to ex-
tinguish the present debenture debt of
the place, amounting to $35,000; $1,039
for interest due on the present deben-
tures; $12,060 to establish a new electric
lighting station, and to improve and en-
large the electric light plant; $3,500 for
a Howe truss bridge across the Kettle
river at one point; $4,000 for a ditto at an-
other; $25,000 for the enlargement and
improvement of the waterworks system;
$30,000 cash subsidy to the Granby Con-
solidated Mining ~and Smelting Com-
pany; and $10,000 for a new city hall,
jail and central fire station.” Here is a
trifling sum of $120,000, which presum-
ably the Grand Forks residents will bor-
row, Perhaps we had better wait and see
what provision is to be made for repay-
ment, by way of sinking fund or other-
w‘ise.
