
Canada is, as well, able to use the summit process 
to raise issues of particular concern to Canadians. 
At the 1991 London Summit, for example, Canada 
obtained a particularly strong declaration urging 
protection of living marine resources and compli-
ance with regimes established by regional fisheries 

organizations through effective monitoring and 
enforcement measures. 

Canada's participation in economic summits 
serves both its domestic and international interests 
at a time when the distinction between the two is 
becoming increasingly blurred. 
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
