This company lias free exchange, exclusive of tolli unes, with Mendon, Coldwater,
Chattanooga and New Corydon.

Other companies may become members of this company by subscribing to the
constitution, submitting to a careful inspection of their instruments and lines, and
paying $1 per subscriber into the treasury of the general organization as a supply £und.

Ail receipts from toll, where we have no operators of our own, assessiments, and

other receipts in the hands of local treasurers, must be turned over to the treasurer of
the general organization at the annual settiement the second Tue.sday of iMarcli each
year.

All disbursements, except in payment of operators who retain a per cent of the
tolîs, must be by order of the secretary on the treasurer of the general organization.
Operators shall keep, their toll records neat and cdean, and have each month's business
separatsly footed and balanced ready for auditing a few days prior to the Mardi settie-
ment.

For the convenience of subscribers, batteries and other supplies will be placed
with the local linemen, and the price for which they must sell them fixed by the gen-
eral manager. Linemen must keep a record of same, and inake settiement at the
annual meeting in Mardi.

Ail new subscribers since May 1, 1905 are required to put in one-haif mile of line,
and inaintain the same, and pay the sum of $20 for their instruments and equipment,
or, by paying $80, if they live within one-haîf mile of a line that is not loaded, may
become subseribers without furnishîng any poles or performing any labour. Payments
will be due and collected as the apparatus is installed.

Owing to unnecessary disputes and quibbling engendered thereby, statements, will
not be furnished locals in the future, .and wbolesale prices of apparatus and supplies
will bc the property of the officers and executive committee.

Those who now contemplate hecoming memibers of thus company can consider that
they are getting a better bargain at $20 than did our first subsoribers at $18, inasmucli
as we now put you in touch telephonically free with 1,000 phneho1ders, and you need
not be in any suspense as to our future development, whereas the early subscribers had
a very limited service and hazarded future development.

The interests of sharebolders are negotiable. Certificates of membership wîll be
issued to ail shareholders, and ail transfers should be noted thereon. Your certificate
is also your credential granting you the free use of our systemanywhere.

Shareholders who remove from one line to another are entitled to admission on
the latter unless it is loaded. Thirty-flve subscribers constitute a loaded lina.

In making extensions, eut the poles of durable timber 22 feet long, not less than
4 inches diameter at tic top end, and set tiem 264 feet apart, 4 feet in the ground jand
net more than 1 foot from land line.

Obstruct no ditches. Our company lias -a franchise granted by the county com-
missioners, but you should. get the landowners' donsent also.
