British Guiana and British Honduras during
these same years have been eligible for as-
sistance under our commonwealth technical
assistance program and- to each of these
countries $50,000 has been allocated annually
in recent years. In addition, students from
the islands comprising the West Indies Fed-
eration as well as from British Guiana and
British Honduras have been awarded scholar-
ships in Canadian universities under the
commonwealth scholarship and fellowship
program.
