Mr. S. 1. Korchinski (Mackenzie): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question ta direct ta the Minister of Agriculture but in his
absence I will direct it ta the acting minister. As a result of
the flooding of the Carrot River and the very severe
damage reparted in the area, are on-the-spat inspections
being carried out by sameane from the department, or by
the minister who is on a pilgrimage ta the west and
perhaps could be diverted ta observe the area, personally,
wîth a view ta declaring it a disaster area so that federal
assistance might be given ta the people affected?

Hon.*Mitchell Sharp (Acting Prime Minister): Mr. Speak-
er, if I understand the matter aright, the question of
whether the federal government should give assistance in
such cases depends upon whether the province asks for
assistance in dealing with an emnergency. I understand
that the provincial co-ardinator under the Emergency
Measures Organization is on the spot and that we wll
have a repart soon.

Mr. Korchinski: Mr. Speaker, I wish ta direct a supple-
mentary question ta the minister responsible for the
Wheat Board. If the reports indicate that the severe flood-
ing has damaged grain in storage, would the minister
consider the possibility of opening up special quotas for
the people affected in order ta salvage whatever grain
may already be partially damaged by allowing them ta
make special deliveries?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Miniuter of Justice): Mr. Speaker, the
hon. member should know that this is a matter within the
jurisdiction of the Canadian Wheat Board, but I will cen-
tainly bring it ta their attention.
