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Crown assets in the city of Toronto. Can he explain to the
Flouse the logic of the goverfiment having taken an a priori
decision to put the de Havilland Aircraft Company up for sale
before the cabinet bas had an opportunity to consider and
study the strategy paper on the future of the aerospace indus-
try, especially considering we were told last week by the
Minister of lndustry, Trade and Commerce that the report
could have an effect flot only on the timing of the sale of de
Havilland but also on wbether de Havilland would be sold at
aIl?

Hon. Sinclair Stevens (President of Treasury Board):
The bon. member is perfectly correct in saying we intend to
take into consideration the aerospace study to wbich be
referred. That is the whole purpose of our approach. The
privatization unit is simpîy looking at the alternatives, evalua-
tions of such companies as de Havilland who may be the
buyers, and is working in conjunction witb the Department of
lndustry, Trade and Commerce. Also, with regard to the study
to wbich the bon. member bas referred, a co-ordinated picture
will then be put before cabinet witb respect to any possible sale
of de Havilland.

Mr. Rae: Mr. Speaker, I would have thought that the
mînister's experience would have told him that this kind of
uncertainty does notbing for the prosperity of that industry,
for its future and for the security of the workers in that
industry.

My supplementary question concerns the DIPP funding for
tbe Dash-8 plane. 1 wonder if the President of the Treasury
Board can give us some indication as to when-or, indeed,
wbether-if a decision is going to be made, when the decision
will be made to provide the necessary $2 million funding that
will enable the Dash-8 plane to be developed successfully in
Canada.

Mr. Stevens: Mr. Speaker, as 1 answered the hon. member
earlier with respect to this matter, the Department of lndustry,
Trade and Commerce is working on a submission to bring to
the Treasury Board with respect to the $2 million funding to
wbicb the hon. member bas referred. The Treasury Board can
react only once the submission bas been made, and certainly
there will be no delay, as far as tbe Treasury Board is
concerned, in arriving at our decision.

However, I remind the hon. member once again that the
only confusion about the disposaI of de Havilland and the
future of the aerospace industry in Canada is witb tbe hon.
member bimself and certain of bis colleagues. In short, the
greatest thing we can do to strengthen the aerospace industry
in bîis country is to get it back into private sector bands.
