On this point it would be interesting to 
have Mr. Buck’s views, since it is the struggle 
for human freedom and not the struggle for 
power that most of us are deeply concerned 
about.

To those who know him well, Mr. Buck’s 
integrity is beyond question and his truthful­
ness a cardinal point of honour with him.

At the present time Mr. Buck is in Spain 
investigating conditions there and may have 
something to say on that subject.

With the international situation becoming 

every day more serious, Mr. Molson’s sub­
ject is one of grave importance to every one 
of us at the present moment; and, since he 
speaks with the authority of his party behind 
him, it is of the utmost importance that we 
should know what the British Foreign Policy 
is before the day arrives when we shall be 
called upon to make the inevitable sacrifices.

Will 
Mr. Molson reassure those Canadians who 
are also uncertain?
