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In order to ensure that the Conference shoula not end in 

such general affirmations, it was resolved to. form a permanent organ­

isation representing the provinces. This National Council will have 

funds at its di spo sal, w i t h which it is charged to establish a bureau 

By this means it will be able to study in detail the ethical bearings 

ot education,to examine the various schemes and experiments so as to 

work towards a policy,to support any promising movements for the 

strengthening of moral training within and without the schools,and to 

carry on educational propaganda. The bureau will he a collecting ana 

clearing house,available for consultation,an a able to disseminate 

information by publications. (This outline of the functions of the 

bureau was drawn up by your representative.)

The Council is to convene another Dominion Conference after 

an interval o* not more than three years,report on the progresss of 

of the bureau in its experimental period,and in the light of its ex­

perience rediscuss the problems of education for Canadian citizen­

ship. Everything will depen ^ on the personnel of the bureau,on the 

co-operation of the provincial representatives,ana on tue continued 

backing of the business community which brought the Conference into 

being ana carried it through. If these conditions are favorable,the 

''onference will neve proved a historic landmark in the development 

of Canadian education and of the Canadian nation.
