You may recall that I mentioned to 
you lately that the College had been dissatisfied with some 
aspects of the unification of the work in Physical hducat ion 
which was made last session. I assured you that I did not

attention if it became necessary to do so.

finding some suggestions for an adaptation of the Scheme in 
operation which may prove satisfactory to all concerned.
