For months we have
sera farmers plunging through rough, nieking and muddy places, with in-
Jury to carta and teams, when a very little work would have removed the
wlMledifilonlty and the cause of it—but then others would liave been bene-
fitted by their work as well as themselves ; and therefore, though right in
sight oftheir own windows, and though passing it frcQu^itly, the ugly ob-
stittotlon stands unrepaired for months, just because aume otliers would'have
received a UW/e benefit^ even though they would have secured to themselves
many time* more. This is truly au astonishing exhibition of selfishness and
perrerted and^epraved human nature. .
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
