Rule 58 says that no coacher shall
address the. pitcher of the opposing
team to try to incite the crowg to &
i demonstration. = This is commonly
. known as ‘“rattling a pitcher.”

Rule 14, sec. 4, says: “The ball in
| play shall not be intentionally discoiors
ed by rubbing it with the soil or otheris
' wise damaged.” Yet every e a new
|:ball is- thrown to ‘the pitchef this rule
j/is -broken, - There is some excuse for
| this, however, as all teams have prac-
tically agreed that, it is fair for piteh-
ers to rub the ball in the grass.
