TANGIER, Oct. 22.—According to 
eeml-offlctal information, received at the 
Spanish legation here today the French 
forces at Casablanca, under the com­
mand of Gen. Drude, suffered a seri­
ous repulse yesterday at the hands of 
the Moors.
