Under these conditions, The Jou-rnal
maintains that gold mining investments are
probably as safe and more remuncrative
than a good many purely industrial un-
dertakings whose balance sheets nibow In-
variable profits every year, Some industrial
{uvestments offer so few opportun.lﬂes for
the profitable employment of capital that
the public is forced to turn in other él-
rections, Moreover, investors are often Gaz-
zled by the offers of heavy dividends In
railway and other securities In foreign
countries, but these depend so mucih for
their success upon the industrial acti ity of
the country in which the money is invested
that they constitute very often exceeding-
ly uncertain investments.

Gold, however, is a commodity that does

i not. depreciate, nor does its value depend

upon the political or industrial conditions
of the country in which it is produced,
In addition to this, it is to be pointed out
that, as a result of the improved methods
of mining and treatment of ore recently
introduced, gold properties that heretofove
could not be worked at a profit are mow
proving very remunerative mines.
