Highlanders to New York for the Dewey
celebration, are there not two reasons why
our vyolunteers. should accept, viz,: First,
the Mother Country's apparent desire to
foster the late friendly relations, and, sec-
ondly, to show our American cousins the
sort of soldiers which they would have to
encounter should they desire to annex this
Canada of ours?

Nelther of these reasons justifies Canada’s
participation In the Dewey ovation. There
is no doubt that Great Britain is desirous
of fostering friendly relations with the
United States, but there is no evidence that
the desire is reciprocal. Canada knows
the Americans better than the people of
Great Britain know them. If the people
of the Mother Country are living in a fool's
paradise it is our duty to warn them of the
fact, We take it that true friendship can-
not exist except when a sense of justice
and honor underlies the sentiment. The
friendship that the Americans profess to-
wards Great Britain s insincere, We have
had repeated proofs of their insincerity and
injustice and especially on occasions when
friendship should have been manifested., It
is sufficlent for our purpose to cite the
last instance. We refer to their determi-
nation to get the better of us In the Alas-
kan boundary dispute. If the United States
had any sense of gratitude, if it had any
feeling of true friendship for Great Britain,
it would have agreed to our proposition: to
leave the settlement of the Alaskan ques-
tion to a disinterested tribunal. But the
United States refused point blank to settle
this dispute on the lines which it insisted
Great Britain should observe in ithe latter's
trouble with Venezuela. There can be no
friendship where there is no equality. The
United States Insists on dictating to us
and playing the part of the bully. As long
as the people of Great B in are content
to accept this kind of treatme t, just so long
will the United States mete it out to
them. On this basis the United States is
a friendly nation. We maintain that Great
Britain either does not know the Ameri-
cans or, If it does know them, that it is
taking the wrong method of cultivating
their friendship. We in Canada have made
a similar mistake in trying to cultivate
trade with- them. Sir Wilfrid Laurier's
policy has been to appeal to the Americans’
sense of justice to deal fairly with us in
the matter of trade. His appeal has been
madg in valn. The Americans will listen
to us only when we club them with the
same weapons that they use against us,
Similarly they will treat Great Britain
with respect only when the latter demands
it of them. They will play the part of the
bully just so long as Great Britain allows
them fo, They will respect Great Britain
when she manifests a higher sense of re-
spect for herself.

The United States having refused to
settle the Alaskan dispute in a way that
would be honorable to themselves and to
us, .t surely” would : be prostituting our
self-respéct to take part in and cater to
their self-glorification. We ought to Eive
the Americans to understand.that we can
extend no genuine friendship to them as
long as they pursue a policy ‘towards us
that makes that friendship impessiblé. . If
the Americans exhibited a disposition to
deal fairly and honestly with us we would
have little occasion to criticize their invi-
tation to our soldlers. But in justice to
ourselves and ‘ut of a sense of self-respect
we ought to send a polite reply, declining
their invitation to our volunteers,

THE PARDONING OF DREYFUS.
The concentrated opinion of the civilized
world has proved too much for France,
She has wilted under its glare. The par-
doning of Dreyfus is the first evidence of
sanity that the French have manifested
throughout the whole episode. And it was
outside public opinion, intensified and con-
centrated as It never before had been,
that brought France to its senses. The
fear that thelr exposition would be boy-
cotted caused the ruling despots of France
to drop their ill-gotten booty llke a WOt
potato. The decision to pardon Dreyfus
may qulet matters for the time being, and
it is not probable thatuthe exposition will
be seriously affected by the Dreyfus affair,
but France has been guilty of an enormity
which permanently disqualifies her {rom
taking rank among the great powers of the
world. It is difficult to see how France
can make progress in the future. Her
course is backwards not forwards. She is
destined to follow close in the footsteps
of Spain. She is disintegrating and break-
ing up from within, while she has forfeit-
ed the respect of outside natians. The
pardoning of Dreyfus saves the exhibition,
but it confirms public opinion in its world-
wide protestation of the innocence of
Dreyfus. The announcement that Dreyfus
will accept the pardon, without demanding
a rehearing of his case, speaks volumes
for his patriotism. Dreyfus now has it in
his power to close up the festering sore,
as far at least as France is concerned.
His retirement to a foreign country will
give Frapce a chance to recuperate, and
if Dreyfus has abandoned his appeal out
of sympathy for his unfortunate country,
his reputation will not suffer in the eyes
of his friends at home and abroad,
