Taken Prisoner, Unrecognized, and in the Confusion of an Ex-
pected Attack Allowed to Go Free—Disclosures May
Result in Courts-Martial of Officers.

Chicagoe, March 2.—The Record-Her-
ald says: War Secretary Brodrick an-
nounced in the Commons Saturday
that General Dewet's son had been
captured. But he failed to impart to
the legislators more surprising news.
That is that the famous general, Louis
Botha, had also been made prisoner—
and had got away again.

That is a story held in reserve, and
may yet result in some court-mar-
tials.

Trick on the Censor.

The affair happened after the cap-
ture of Botha's laager near Knapdaar,
and the astonishing details would not
now be known had not a trick been
played ‘on the British censor.  The
tidings came in a private letter from
an officer in the field, the letter hav-
ing been mailed by an intermediary
at a free port to avoid the censor's
scrutiny and certain mutilation.

It will be remembbered that, when
Rimington’'s troops made the night at-
tack at Knapdaar they captured sev-
eral prisoners and the camp equip-
ment of the Boers. Among the men
taken was General Louis Botha, but
the British did not recognize him, and
the other prisoners took care to shield
him in every possible manner.

After the pursuit of the fugitives had
ended the captured men were divided
into groups, agd Botha, fortunately for
him, was included in the number that
was entrusted to the care of the rear

ard.

Botha Makes Escape.

Another force of the Boers, hearing
of the disaster to the main body, and
that their general had been captured,
menaced the British command. In the
confusion of the expected attack, the
body of British troops that held Botha
as their prisoner permitted a few of
the burghers to escape, and among the
number was the redoubtable Botha.

It “was reported at the time_ that
Bqtha got away in a Cape cart, after
being pursued seven miles. Nothing
of_t.he kind occurred. The general
quietly rejoined his fleeing commando,
and got quickly out of danger.

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A CURIOUS LIGHT.

Remount Scandal the Result of a
Private Squabble.

London, March 2.—A curious light has
been thrown on the remount scandals
by a high officer of the government,who
tells the Associated Press that, what-
ever the merits or demerits of the case,
it would never have come up had not
a private squabble arisen ‘between
members of the House of Commans.

According to. this statement, one
member sent in a bid for horses, which
was refused in favor of a Newmarket
dealer. Against the latter the disap-
pointed bidder and gevera.l racing mem-
bers of the House of Commons had
bitter grudges. A cabal was formed,
regardless of party lines, and a determ-
ination was arrived at to make the gov-
ernment suffer for giving contracts to
& man who was not in favor with the
aristocratic parliamentary racing set.
These personal grievances, apparently,
had long been common talk in the lobby
of the House of Commons, and the bait
thrown to the opposition by the dis-
gruntled Unionists was eagerly taken

up with the resulting exposition of the
horse scandals.

On the best informed opinion, The,

Pall Mall Gazette prophesies the end of
all serious hostilities in South Africa
by September. That, it is said, is a
pessimistic rather than an optimistic
view. Judging from Lord Kitchener's
progress last week and the well-found-
ed reports of Gen. Botha’s personal in-
clination to surrender, the practical end
of the struggle may considerably ante-
date September.

If Liberals Were Returned to Power
They Would Not Carry
It Out.

London, March 2.—H. H. Asquith has
prepared a manifesto which will be|

published on Monday, setting forth his

reasons for withdrawing from the ofﬁ-:

cial Ifberal party and abandoning the

policy of Irish Home Rule, in company'
' with Lord Rosebery. The chief interest
in his paper will be his declaration on

the Irish problem. He says:
“In ¥886, when I first entered Par-

liament, Home Rule was the dividing
line between parties and the governing
issue of the general election in that
year. Looking back to the years which
followed I may fairly claim to have
done what in nde lay, boiL. in Parlia-
ment and outside, for the promotion of
that cause, and it will always be to me
a cherished memory that I had the hon-
or of being associated with Mr. Glad-
the wmost illustrious Liberal of
the nineteenth century, in his last at-
tempt to bring loyalty and contentment
to Ireland.

“Why did that attempt fail? It failed
because of the rooted repugnance of a
large majority of the electorate of Great
Britain to the creation of a legislative
body in Dublin, a repugnance which not

even Mr. Gladstone's magnificent cour-|

age, unrivaled authority and unquench-
able enthusiasm were able to overcome.
The eight years which have elapsed
since have done nothing to conciliate
and not a little to harden and stiffen
the adverse judgment of the British
electorate. A great deal of loose rhet-
oric is current on the subject. But if
we were honest we must ask ourselves
this practical question: ‘Is it to be part
of the policy and program of our
party if veturned to power that it will
introduce into the House of Commons
a bill for Irish Home Rule? The answe
in my judgment is ‘No.’ and why so?
Because the history of these years has
made it plain that the reconciliation of
Ireland to the empire can only he at-
tained by methods which will ecarry,
step by step, the sanction and sympathy
of the British opinion. To recognize
facts like these and to act accordingly
is not apostasy. It is common sense.”

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AN EARLY MORNING FIRE
IN UNION LOAN BUILDING
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ONE CENT

Caretaker and His Family Escaped by Crawling Out of an Upper
Storey Window to Adjoining Premises—The Structure,
Valued at $60,000, Will Be Almost Total Loss.

The Union Loan Building, 28 Toronto-
street, the centre of a number of exten-
sive business houses, was pantially de-
stroyed by fire at an early hour this
morning. The flames were playing
heavy havoec when the first appliances
of the fire brigade reached the scene,
and the fire had evidently been burn-

| evening. John R. Mott presided, and 'ing for some time before being detect-

ed.
At an early stage of the fire it look-

ed as tho it would develop into a con-
flagration of no small dimensions, as
the flames were bursting furiously
from the windows at the rear of the
building, coming in extremely close
range to the brick walls of the south
end of the Rice Lewis hardware build-
ing. Prompt action by the brigade,
resulted in checking the

premises.

It was nearly 2 o'clock when Police-
man Morris discovered the blaze. He
was doing duty on East Adelaide-
street, and was near the corner of Vic-
toria-street when he heard the crash of
glass, followed by screams. Almost
immediately he saw the flames burst
forth from the windows. The con-
stable ran to Yonge-street, where he
turned
the burning building, he learned on en-
quiry that the caretaker, Richard J.
Massen, his wife and father had suc-
ceeded in making their escape. The
firemen on their arrival found the
building in complete possession of the
flames. With the help of the extension
fire-fighting apparatus in the down-
town halls, the firemen fought the
flames from positions taken up on ad-
joining buildings. )

Many lines of hose were run from
surrounding hydrants, and three en-
gines were set at work. Chief Thomp-
son was early on the scene, and di-
rected the work of the fire-fighters.
He was assisted by Deputy Chief
Noble and District-Chief Frank Smith.
Danger to adjoining premises and the
threatened spread of the flames caused
a general alarm to be sounded, which
brought the firemen from the outlying
districts. The water tower was sta-
tioned on Toronto-street, and, when

"POPE LEO XIS

92ND BIRTHDAY.

Pontifical Jubilee Celebration Held Yesterday and To-Day—
Triple Crown Worth $200,000 Given to Him

Rome, March 2.—The sacred college
to-day presented to Pope Leo its con-
gratulations upon the attainment of his
P2nd birthday. Cardinal Oreglia, the
dean of the sacred college, read a long
speech, to which the Pontiff formally
replied. Monday will mark the 24th
anniversary of his coronation as Pope.

On the occasion of Leo XIII's Ponti-
fical Jubilee, which was celebrated to-
day, and will be continued on Monday,
Cardinal Respighi, the Pope’s Vicar-
General and president of the interna=
tional committee for the jubilee festivi-
ties, presented His Holiness with a pre-

cious triregno (triple crown) made of
gold, encrusted with diamonds and
rubies, the value of which exceeds 1,-
000,000 lire ($200,000). The Pope will
wear this triregno on Baster Sunday
during the solemn ceremony of thanks-
giving to be celebrated in St. Peter’s.

For the jubilee celebration. hundreds
of pilgrims from all parts of the Catho-
lic world came to Rome. While Austria,
Spain and the other Catholic coun-

tries of Europé have sent the largest’

numbers, America is well represented
by several hundred clergy and laymen
of prominence. Numerous congratula~
tory messages reached the Vatican to-
day, notably from foreign rulers.

The Pope looks remarkably well for
a man of his extreme age, and the|
venerable Pontiff's truly marvelous vi-
tality and unimpaired memery occa-
sion remark by all who see him.

violated the laws of war. We do
not doubt that the courts-martial
acted with the full belief that, by
a few exemplary sentences, they
would deter Cape Colonists from
rebellion, or protect natives, or se-
cure strict adhesion, on the part
of our enemies, to the laws of war.
Nevertheless,we plead that the pol-
icy may be reconsidered. Our op-
ponents and their sympathizers
will hardly believe in the compe-
tence or impartiality of an Eng-
lish court-martial, which decides
upon evidence of some witnesses,
doubtless natives, given '‘while the
country is seething with the pas-
sions of war. - Such-sentences can-
not have the moral effect aimed
at in the administration of punish-
ment. It is probable that the men
suffering them will be regarded as
martyrs, and their memory cher-
ished for generations, while there
is no immediate advantage which
can weigh against the dishonor-
able imputations to which this pol-
icy is almost sure to give rise.
