In refusing to con­
sider the resolution the Lord Mayor 
said no provision had been made for 
the corporation’s attendance at the cor­
onation. He had personally received 
an Invitation, which he did not Intend 
to accept.

Mr. Vance, a Unionist member, mov­
ed that the Lord Mayor be directed to 
attend the coronation in behalf of the 
corporation, but Mr. Harrington refus­
ed to accept the motion. The proceed­
ings terminated with some talk of call­
ing a public meeting to protest against 
the action of the Lord-Mayor.

London, April 24.—The rapidly grow­
ing popularity of municipal and state 
ownership of industries will be fought 
henceforth by an organized effort on 
the part of rich capitalists who have 
just met for the purpose of solldartz- 
ing their forces.

Last night the Industrial Freedom 
League was launched by a number of 
these capitalists and thfe-W friend®, 
who believe that public ownership is 
not a .good thing in spite of the fact 
that the people seem to think so well 
of it.

Among those who attended the 
meeting were Jyxrd Claude Hamilton, 
chairman of the Great Eastern Rail­
way Company; Alexander Henderson, 
chairman of the Great Central Rail­
way; Lord Avebury, Sir Charles Riv- 
ers-Wilson, Sir John Rolleston, M.P., 
and Vicaxy Gibbs, M.P, An Interested 
listener was Robert P. Porter, the 
former commissioner to Cuba and 
Puerto Rico.

The speakers expressed great alarm 
for the public welfare. They called 
attention to the Increasing indebted­
ness of British municipalities which 
had taken over public utilities and 
were now supplying the people with 
public rervioes at low prices. Active 
opposition to the spreading doctrine of 
public ownership will be begun at 
once.

to-day Lord Selborne, the First Lord 
of the Admiralty, strongly urged the 
settlement of British In South Africa 
as the only way the wounds of the 
war could be healed.
