MAYOR ENTERS A PROTEST.

Against Granting of Power Privi-
leges to Private Corporations.

Mayor Urquhart has conveyed to Pre-
mier Ross and the Ontario govern-
city’s' protest against the
;gran‘-tlng of power .developmenf privi-
leges at Niagara to Messrs. Mackenzie,
Pellatt and Nicholls, - The letter-to Mr.
Ross says:

At the meeting of the City Council,
held upon the 2tth inst.,, the following
resolution was passed:

“Resolved, That the Board of Control
of this Council be requested to oppose
the application now being made to the
Ontario government by Messrs. Mac-
kenzie, Wicholls and Pellatt for a fran-
chise at Niagara Falls, enabling them
and their Yepresentatives to convey elec-
tricity to the City of Toronto, and that
thig board be instructed to point out to
the Ontario government the effect of
such a monopoly.on the City -of Toronto
and its franchises, and to urge upon the
| government the necessity of developing
| power at Niagara Falls as a govern-

| and prosperity of the Province of On-
{ tario.””

{ In view of the foregoing, I desire to
| point cut to you that if these parties
or any other persons or company, are
 granted the privileges of bringing elec-
;Lriv power from Niagara Falls, it will
 be done by the expenditure of a large
| sum of money, and the government will
thereby prevent itself and also the
municipalities interested from engaging
in similar operations because it will be
argued that to do so will have the
effectw@f deséfoying the capital which
has been already invested in the enter-
prise. v .

The time is certainly here, if it has|
not been here long ago, ahen public
utilities of this naturé should be owned
and operated by the government of the
province, or by the municipalities.

On behalf, therefore, of the City of
Toronto, I protest against a charter be-
ing granted to the above-named gentle-
men, or to any others, for bringing
power from Niagara Falls, which will
have a tendency to prevent the govern-
ment and-the municipalities interested
from engaging in a similar enterprise.
