"IN MEMORY OF SIR OLIVER.

Adjourns Until Thursday and Ex-
pressions of Sorrow Announced,

Ottawa, April 20.—(Special) — The
House showed and voiced its respect
for the late Sir Oliver Mowat this
afternoon, when it adopted a resolu-
tion, moved by Sir Wilfrid, and sec-
onded by R. L..Borden, to adjourn to-
morrow 1:ight, and stand adjoufned till
Thursday at 3 o'clock pm., to allow
all who so desire to attend Sir Oliver's
funeral.

Sir Wilfrid, when the orders of the
day were ¢alled, arose to announce the
death of Sir Oliver. He had occupied
a position of such prominence in-pub-
lic life that the House would be remiss|
not to record its appreciation of the
loss sustained by his death. Sir Oliver
was one of the few surviving
a generation of excessively strong
men, who, early in the century, contrib-
