ENGLISH VIEW OF PrILIPPINES

Pail Mall Gazette Regrets Britain
Does Not Possess Them.

Washington, Oct. 19.—An English view of
the Philippines of more than ordinary sig-|
nificance is published in the Adally hu!lt-tlnf
of the Department of Commerce and Labor |
to-day, quoting the t‘ollowln,z3 extract from
The Pall Mall Gazette of pt. 9, in the
course of a discussion of British posses-
sions, past and present, in the various parts
of the world :

“We have but to examine the map of the
Eastern Hemisphere to recognize what a
powerfui position we should he occupyin
on the eastern flank of China to-day had
we retained not only Java, the Moluccas
and the Celebes Tslands, but especlally tbe
rich group of the l'hlypﬂnu' which were
ours by every right conquest In 1762,"
and had been justly forfeited by Spais, |
whose hostility had been prompted by the‘
bellef that she had caught us at 2 time of |
AMsadvantage. But they were Hightly sur-|
Vrendered by statesmen who possewsed no
just idea of a colonial empire, and who, al- |
tho the country was emerg'ng from a vie- |
torfous war, were too spiritiess to resist
the demand of the vanquished for the res- |
toration of thelr forfeited possessions. We !
ecannot reflect upon the lons of this splendid |
and legitimate prize without a considerable |
measure of bitterness.’” .

They wers preseuted
in the form of separate iableanx, Arawn
thru the streets in succession, so that each
fo turn was witnessed by the waiting
etowds, These were succeeded by the
miracle plays, which wege. specially com-
cerved with incidents drawn (rom the le-
;;cmlary annals of the saiugs of the church
Thewe In turn were pucceeded by the 1o
plays or moralities, which taugiit religious
truths, not by the direct presentation of
seriptural or legenfary events or person-
ages, but by allegorical means. The char-
acters conyisted of abwiract figures of vir-
tues or qualities. It would be a mistake
bowever, to imaging that these absiractions
were withoat Iife, On the contrary, thelr.
very simplicity and directness gave them
a very distinet individuality, iu which each
epectator realized himpelt, his own virtues
ond qualities and saw them bodied forth
and given a local habitation and a name,
It was the same creative power wesn at its
best in . Bunyan's wonderful allegory.

“Everyman’ seems to have heen writteu
during the fifteecth century, Soon after
ity appearance a versiom was composed In
Dutchi by Peter Van Diest, 'I'his versiom
was in torn reproduced in Iatin under the
name of “Homulus,” by Christian Ischyrins,
who dates s preface at Maestricht, 1536,
This again was retransiated into German
and from the German again isto Dutch.
The original p'ay may bave been taken
fr the Golden Legend of Jacobus Vara-
