Col. Tisdale's amendments involveld
five distinct changes in the militia bill.
He proposed first to absolutely repeal
the section authorizing the appointment
of a militia council. The other amend-
ments were to strike out clause 30, pro-
viding for the appointment of a Bltlﬂﬂh
regular army officer to the military
¢ommand of the militia, such officer to
bé subject to the regulations and under
the direction of the minister of militia,
and to substitute the following: “There
shall be appointed an officér, who shall
hold the rank of colonel or rank su-
perior therete in His Majesty's regular
army, who shall be charged under the
orders of His Majesty with the military
command and discipline of the militia,
and who, while hé holds such appoint-
ment, shall haye the rank of major-
general in the militia.” To strike ‘nu:
clause 31, providing for the appoint-
ment of an omer of the Brmsh.re;u-
lar army.for the military inspection of
the militia. To strike out section 32,
giving the governor-in-council power 1o
define the duties and authority of theé
commanding officer and the inspector-
general of the militia, and to subsiitite
the following: ‘The governor-in-coun-
¢il'shall, from time to time, make such
orders as are necessary respecting the
duties to be performed by the officer
commanding the militia, by the adju-
tant-general, by the quartermaster-
general, and by the officers of the mil-
itia generally.”

His criticism of section 30 was that it
gave the governor-in-council authority
over the officer in command of tne
militia in the command and discipline
of the militia.”

MOVING OUR EARS, .

Inability to Do So Has Its Compens
sating Advantages,

Some people can move their ears sii
bat mankind, as a whole, seems :ogg;'\{:'
nearly lost this power, which they apparent-
ly once poss-ssod, in common with many of
the lower animals. That the joss of ability
to move their cars results in certain dis-
advantages is.certain; that its compensatory
advantages are greater, and that, on' the
whole, we gain by having lost it, is the
somewhat paradoxical position taken by Dr.
Walter Smith in ThePopular 8cience Month-
Iy. Dr. Smith tells us that in the passing
of this moblility. we have doubtless lost the
power of locating sounds and of obtaining
thru the ear an idea of space such as we
now get thru the eye, ‘What have we' gain-
ed? Dr. Smith tells us that it is the abil-
ity to attend to a succession of sounds.
He says: % E

“Let us notice how distinct is our percep-
tion of succession. A sound comes sudden-
Iy and sharply and then it is gone, and an-
other sound of 'distinct quality takes its
place. Thus by its very naturé sound lends
itself easily to this kind of perception. And
when we listen to a sounding object, our
interest. is in catching .the sounds which
come in sequence. .This is illustrated most
distinetly, as we shall see, in attention to
digscourse. We hear simultaneous sounds,
but the predominant characteristic of our
perception of sounds is that their variety
is given in succession. Hearing is a time-
sense. If the ear had remained mobile,
it would have heen the organ of space-sease,
for it would have given a number of sonnds
as practically coexisting and as coexisting
in definite relations to each other: the meo-
bility being lost, hearing has become a time-
sense. .

“To sum np., the loss of the ear's mo-
bility has resulted in the fuller appreciation
of the succession of sonnds. and this has
been in an fmportant sense a condition of
the socinl, intellectval and aesthetic de-
velopment which has come with the use
of language and music: and it is in a high

| degree probable, tho the data are. insuffi-

cient for conclusive demonstration, that it
is to the advantage given in the strugele
for existence hy the first stares of this de-
velopment that we are to attribute the per-
manent alteration in the structure of the
