When the confereice re-
sumed at 3:15 it is understood that both
the western men gave theln adhesion to
the principle of the resolutions. ‘

It was found, however, that the re-
i solutions stood in need of some amend-
‘ ments in order to meet changed condi-
| tions which have arisen since they were
:migmul!y drafted. The policy of the
| present Ontario Government 1is not
lquito the same on this question as that|
{ of their predecessors; in fact, Mr.W-th-‘
| ney strongly criticised Mr. Ross’ pre-|
! sentation of the case in behalf of Oon- |
tario four years ago.

Presumably this fact alone would call
for some alteration in tha resolutions so
|as to win the indorsement of Ontario’s
representatives. Then, again, Prince
Edward Island would perhaps have
liked a per capita payment on a larger
i population than it now possesses. Here
| also would be found a possible cause of
| difference. After sume discussion, there-

fore, it was recognized that the resolu-
| tions could-hardly be presented to the
Dominion cabinet their original
| form, and a committee, consisting of
| Messrs. Goulin, Weir, Murray, McBride,
Pugsley, Foy and Campbell, was ap-
pointed to suggest amendments which|
would overcome the obstacles to :11
| general indorsation of the reszolutions.
Then the conference adjourned and left|
the committee to their work. The Iat—‘
ter remained in session until shortly|
after 6 o'clock, and reached conclusions|
they will report to a venpra"
committee, which will meet tomorrow |
morning at 10 o’clock. An hour later
the provincial delegates, it is expected,
will be able to lay before the repre-
sentatives of the Federal Government|
the demands for an increase of subsidy |
in an amended form.

What Will Ontario Ask?

Beyond a request for Increased sub-
sidies, no clear understanding as to1
what will be brought up at the joint
meeting yet exists. Prerqier Whitney
sald this morning that he and his col-
leagues had come here at the req'uest‘;
of the Dominion Government, but he|
did not know what questions
submitted by the latter. The present
Ontarto Government, Mr. Whitney was
understood to say, had not formally
signified their concurrence in the re-
solutions of 1903, except to this extent:
that after the return to Toronto of
former Premier Ross from the confer-
ence Mr. Whitney moved in the Legis-
lature an amendment to the effect that
Ontario’s delegate had not put the case
for that province as strongly as he
might have done. Premier Gouin de-
clared this morning that Quebec’s de-
mands were contained in the printed
resolutions laid before the Federal Gov-
ernment in 1803. He had no knowl-
edge as to what other questions were
to come forward. It is understood
that until the provinces have laid their
demands before the representatives of
the Dominlon Government the latter
will not announce the conditions upon
which increased federal aild will be
vouchsafed. It seems to be taken for
granted that the Dominion authorities
will increase the subsidies to the prov-
inces, provided that suitable conces-
sions in return are made by them.

It is believed that the Domdnion Gov-
ernment are anxious to learn whether
the provinces are disposed to consider a
proposition to surrender the right to
subsidize raillways, and, If so, upon
what terms, and that they also wish
to have a clearer idea as to the extent
of jurisdiction when a provincial line
makes connection with a Pominion rail-
way. If either of these matters comes
forward, however, it must be with the
consent of the provinceés.

Mr. R. L. Borden, leader of the Op-
position, will entertain the provincial
delegates at luncheon in the Senate
