Once again the heart-rending "Killed 
In Action" telegram has reached Mr. 
and Mrs. George H. Dent of Rogers 
avenue, this time notifying them of the 
death of their youngest son, Pte. Fred, 
on October 1. It is not long ago that 
they received word of the death in 
action of Pte. Percy.

Two sons have crossed the great 
divide, but what of the others in the 
family? The story of the Dents is a 
story of one of the most patriotic, self- 
sacrificing and valorous househoulds in 
the Dominion. There are father, mother 
and six sons, and the mother is the 
only one, who is not wearing or has not 
worn the king's uniform in the Can­
adian expeditionary force during the 
present war.

George Dent, the father, enlisted and 
went overseas with the 70th Battalion. 
With him went his two sons Fred and 
Robert. Of these three, Fred has been 
killed, Robert wounded, and George 
wounded and sent home, lame. Percy

joined the 71st Battalion and met a 
hero’s death in France. Alfred and 
Herbert enlisted with the 33rd Bat­
talion, and still are fighting the good 
fight," Over There."

After all these had gone, William re­
mained at home, the only male rep­
resentative of the family. It did seem 
as though Mrs. Dent was entitled to 
keep one son with her, but Ottawa 
thought otherwise. When the military 
service act came into force, he came 
under its provisions and had to report. 
He asked exemption on family grounds, 
having had a brother killed and others 
serving, and he was granted it. Later 
he was ordered to report and was placed 
in uniform, which he now wears at 
Niagara Camp.

An effort is being made to have Wil­
liam released from service, but its 
success is not yet certain.

Fred, whose death occurred on Octo­
ber 1, was an employee of the McDon­
ald Cigar Company, prior to his enlist­
ment.

that was more than gratifying. All 
promised to help their employees in 
their bond-buying. An honor roll will 
be hung up in every factory, and as 
soon as an employee has bought a bond 
his or her name will be written on the 
roll. Immediately 75 per cent of the em­
ployees have bought bonds, or 10 per 
cent of. the firm’s annual payroll is 
subscribed, an honor banner will be 
awarded that firm.

Through Rotary Club channels, over 
5.000 posters and other advertising 
literature was distributed in the city 
during the last two days. Fifteen thou- 
sand feature cards, the hit of the local 
campaign, got up by Organizers Clark 
and Tovell, have been distributed.

Effort Will Be Made To Secure 
Co-operation in “No 

Strikes.”

"Things are brighter on the whole 
today," is the statement that has come 
from the Institute of Public Health, and 
also from the medical officer of health 
in regard to the Spanish influenza epi­
demic in London. While there have 
been half a dozen or so deaths over­
night, there is a perceptible decrease in 
the number of new cases. At the camp, 
where there has been one more death, 
practically no new cases have devel­
oped in the past 48 hours.

At the same time, there is an impera­
tive need of more nurses. The nurses 
who have been on duty for two weeks 
and more, whether they have contracted 
influenza or not, are wornout, and in 
some cases must be relieved or probably 
suffer serious consequences.

All classes of people are calling for 
nursing help which neither love nor 
money at times can procure. One fam­
ily, it is stated, would pay forty dollars 
a week to a trained nurse if the trained 
nurse could be found.

Besieged For Room.
St. Joseph’s Hospital is besieged with 

applications for admission which it is 
impossible to accept. Cots have been 
placed in sun rooms, halls and every 
available place in the hospital. These 
are filled, and still the demand con­
tinues for more accommodation. One 
patient named Burgess died there dur­
ing the night.

Over ninety baskets were sent out 
yesterday from the Alexandra school 
to families averaging four in a family, 
besides the lunches to nurses. Forty- 
live families have been supplied by Miss 
Fidlar with nurses, and there are still 
numbers of families requiring them.

Different Germs Blamed.
A statement made by a prominent 

I local doctor throws some light on the 
" fact that the disease varies in its char­

acter more than could be accounted for 
by the difference in constitutions of 
those attacked. According to this 
physician, research points to the fact 
that the epidemic is caused, not by one 
germ, but by several.

Some of these cause the acute type of 
influenza, of which there has been an 
Increasing number of cases the past ten 
days, while other germs are responsible 
for the milder cases which are long 
continued, though not so dangerous. The 
acute cases terminate quickly either in 
recovery or sudden death. Since, ac­
cording to this scientist, epidemic in­
fluenza is not caused by one germ, but 
possibly by several, the obvious infer­
ence, it is stated, is that it will be the 
.more difficult to find a specific cUre.

Confirmation.
Another doctor’s statement bears out 

the theories of the one already quoted. 
The second doctor found early in the 
epidemic conflicting symptoms that were 
most perplexing. Surgeon-General Ru­
pert Blue, head of the public health 
service in the United States, was quoted 
in The Advertiser some weeks ago as 
advising "symptomatic treatment" for 
the epidemic, watching for new symp­
toms and treating them as they ap­
peared.

At the board of health meeting today, 
the question came up of the value of 
fumigation. A pamphlet sent out by 
Surgeon-General Blue was quoted on 
this point. The American surgeon-gen­
eral holds that the disease is only trans­
mitted by human contact.

Explaining this, Dr. Downham stated 
that disease germs quickly die away 
from their natural environment, just like 
fish taken out of water.

"Organisms are only short-lived out­
side of the human body," he said, "and 
the only way to contract the disease is 
by coming in contact with the people 
who have it. I have seen all the Infec­
tious cases in town for the past four 
years. All that I have done was to 
wash my hands afterwards and I have 
never carried anything in the way of

The important point in connection 
with the prevention of the spread of the 
disease, It was emphasized, is to keep 
people from crowding and to observe 
general cleanliness.

Attention was called to the case of a 
rooming-house in the city, where there 
have been several cases of Spanish in­
fluenza and where one man has died.

Inspector Lutman was commissioned 
to inspect the sanitary conditions in the 
house and report to the board.

Exempt Loan Meetings.
A letter was read from the chief M. 

O. H. of the Province of Ontario, Lieut.-

of the urgency of the Victory Loan 
campaign, the provincial health authori­
ties are advising local boards not to in­

ANOTHER DIES OF PNEUMONIA

OTTAWA, Oct. 25.—The Govern­

ment will probably call the represent­
atives of organized labor to Ottawa 
next week for a conference in regard 
to the whole labor situation, especi­
ally concerning the recent order-in- 
council prohibiting strikes and lock- 
outs during the war and the objects 
sought by that order.

The opposition which has arisen to 
the order-in-council is, the Govern- 
ment believes, due in large measure 
to misunderstanding and lack of ap­
preciation of the needs of the situation. 
An effort will be made at the forth­
coming conference to secure the co- 
operation of the labor men in carry­
ing out the intent of the order, and 
the facts of the general labor situa­
tion, especially with regard to coal: 
mining and transportation, will be 
frankly and fully placed before them 
by the prime minister.

It is explained that the summary 
passing of the order was due to a 
notification received by the Govern­
ment some days ago from the brother­
hood of railway employees intimating 
that a general strike might be called 
for Monday last, failing satisfactory 
adjustment of the men’s claim by the 
railway board.
