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The Absurdity of Passing Laws for.a
Fat Standard for Milk.

Nature has decreed that cows shall
put varying percentages of fat and
ri-om-fat solids into their milk, accord-
ing to their breeds, their feeds, their
ages, their lactation dates, their
moods, their conditions and their en-
vironments. The natural range of butter
fat is from 1.5 per cent. up to 10
per cent. The lawmakers of New

York, says an exchange, thru some un-
explained and’inexplicable becloudment
o¢ their intellectuals, have decreed that

the cows, when they put less than three
per cent. of butterfat into their milk
are law-breakers and ‘“‘adulterate” their
product. The same law makes the
owner of the cow an ‘‘adulterator” if he
offers their milk for sale just as they
give it. To “adulterate” means to put
in foreign substances. Nothing in that
way is done by either the cow or her
owner. Of course, if milk, as the cows
give it, with less than three per cent.
of butterfat is “adulterated” by anal-
ogy all milk with more than three per
cent. of butterfat is “adulterated.” The
“state standard” should work

ways, but in this case it does not. The
sftandard has only forbearance, and
comfort, and profit and legal safe-
guarding for middlemen, who, because
of the standard, are at perfect liberty
to insist that the milk producers shall
hand over to thém at two or three
cents a quart, milk that containe from
four to six per cent. of butterfat, which
they, the middlemen, are permitted to
standardize, that {s, to skim down to
the standard of three per cent. and
then sell. it at 8 to 12 cents a quart,
while the removed butterfat is sold at
cream prices. No “adulteration” there,
of course.

Outrages Common Sense.

It is “adulteration’” whe the pro-
ducer’s cows give milk below the stan-
dard. It is not “adulteration’” when the
middleman skims out one to three per
cent. of butterfat and sells the skim
milk at full-milk prices. Was there
ever a more monstrous absurdity than
the “standard for milk”? It Tobs, the
producer. It ignores nature., It out-
rages common sense. It protects the
middleman in his exactions from the
producer and his extortions from the
consumer. The middleman can test a
producer’s milk, find it below the
standard, accuse him of a crime and
have him punished.

e middleman can take milk above
the standard and .rob it down to the
standard, and sell it as whole milk to
the consumer, and neither the producer
nor the consumer can have the middle-
man punished, because he keeps in line
with the unjust and absurd standard
which simply sets thelimit for the mid-
dleman’s wrongdoing and protects him
in the injustice he practices daily. It
would be interesting to see some ex-
pert attempt to justify the milk stan-
dard. The state can regulate the sale
of milk equitably in just one way, and
that way is to legislate and provide for
the sale of milk on its percentage of
fat and other solid contents. This me-
thod would mean a sliding scale of
prices, such as a price for skim milk,
other prices for one per cent. up to
six per cent. fat, contents of from 10
per cent. to 15 per cent. total solids in
the milk. Then the consumer rwould
get exactly what he wishes and would
pay for what he gets. Then the pro-
ducer would get the real market value
of his milk. Then the middleman
would have to deal honestly. 3
