Amsterdam, via London, May 1.—
The whole of Germany’s coming grain
harvest will be requisitioned by the
government, according to Dr. George
Heim, Bavarian member of the centre
party in the Reichstag. In .a speech
at Neustadt, Dr. Heim warned thet
farmers to be prepared for new and
heavier restrictions, He said _that
from the moment of the first ripening,
the entire crop would ‘be confiscated
and that omnly from one-quarter to
one-third the crop would be left for
the farmers. Everything would be
organized on military lines.

The farmers, according to Dr. Heim,
are to receive the maximum price in
addition to a bonus for early thresh-
ing. This measure, he said, was ab-
solutely necessary in, order to .insure
the period of trapsition to the new
harvest,

Dr. Heim then preceeded to con-
dem the imperial chancellor's econ-
omic policy as having failed to show
