they transformed Exhibition Park-into
a starry way last night. And every.

Bell Organ and Piano.

Both the connoisseur and the dilet-
tante in the art of music will be de-
lighted with an inspection of the ex-
hibit of the Bell Piano and Orgai
Company.

moment has arrived and the battle of
Liaoyang is in progress.

“It was not till 6 o'clock this morn-
ing that the first gun was fired, bhut
soon afterwards hyndreds of cannon
were thundering along our southern
and eastern fronts.

“The centre of our position is locat-
ed near the famous tower of Liaoyang,
about seven miles to the southeast.
The fighting there was of the most
desperate character, but is now going
much nearer at the flanks.

“The hissing of the shells is -lis-
tinctly audible, and from the city it is
easy to see the shells bursting.

“Heavy guns were brought into ac-
tion by both sides to-day, and thzir
dull roar was discernible above the
sharper detonation of field and moun
tain guns.

“The Russians are using big ord-
nance, which is in position in the inner
ring of the Liaoyang forts.”

BATTLE OF LIAOYANG.

London, Aug. 31.—A despatch from
Liaoyang to a news agency, dated Aug.
30, says: “The Japanese artillery fire
only ceased at 8 o'clock this evenins.
The casualties have not yet been os-
certained.

“The third Russian corps repulsed 2
hot Japanese assault, the Japanese be-
ing hurled back by bayonet charges.
firstly by the 23rd and then by the
24th Regiments, which received and re-
pulsed the enemy no less than six
times.

“Two Japanese companies which
succeeded in occupying a Russian posi-
tion were mistaken for Russians and
annihilated by Japanese artillery fira,

“At 4 o'clock in the afternoon tha
Japanese concentrated their fire on a
Russian southern detachment, and also
tried to flank the detachment from the
right under the protection of the bat-
teries.
